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Introduction

The eagerness with which increasing numbers of people are delving
into astrology is a healthy sign of a powerful hunger for a more meaning-
ful way of life. Still, one might reasonably ask, is astrology as it has been
practiced a worthy instrument to satisfy that hunger? There are serious
and sympathetic people who believe that it is not. In many ways Western
astrology has become debased in its resources, subject to commercial dis-
tortion, and reduced to simple gossip by sign, planet, and house.

Happily, insightful astrologers, who were first surprised, then delighted
at the skyrocketing interest in their art, have started to respond to this
renewal of interest by attempting to renew astrology itself. This book,
The Astrologer's Handbook, represents a significant effort on the part of
two experienced astrologers to clarify and rebuild the potentially magnifi-
cent but threatened structure concerned with man’s correspondence to
“cosmic consciousness.”

How did astrology come to the state in which we now find it? The rea-
sons date at least to the mid-seventeenth century, when man began to
think of himself as more important than God, and the rise of scientific
supremacy began. One of the major effects of the new thinking was that
nature, previously at one with every order of phenomenon in the universe,
became desacralized, and as the dimension of Divine Intention was cast
aside, the world became metaphysically two-dimensional rather than
three-dimensional. Astrology, which had had no misgivings about which
was higher, God or man, of course became the target of the rising opposi-
tion. Soon astronomy and astrology split from each other, and the new
“scientists” started issuing edicts against astrology through a corrupt—and
politically oriented—church.

The attempts to tear down such a profound understanding of what each
man is placed on earth to do could not eliminate astrology, but they did
drive it underground. For centuries it peeped out only in the old almanacs,
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persisting more as an oddity than as a vital art. So astrology survived, but
the disaster was that for several hundred years it lost contact with other in-
tellectual disciplines. That was a costly isolation, and, in fact, even today
the skeptical astrologer is still a rarity. Denied the rigorous pruning that
a strong metaphysics would have given, astrologers and clairvoyant ge-
niuses have had no assistance in discriminating between fantasy and reve-
lation. The inspired insights that have occurred in the intervening cen-
turies have gone unjudged; mistakes have been perpetuated as blindly as
truths.

Times have changed since astrology was rejected by science and the
church alike. Jacob Needleman says in his New Religions (Doubleday,
1970), “Things are different now, and the present interest in astrology can
be as much a sign of the incipient spiritual search as was, for example,
St. Augustine’s turning away from astrology in his day.” But even now
astronomy remains at odds with astrology, or more accurately it ignores
astrology. The father of a successful young astrologer I know is a well-
known astronomer. I understand that the subject is simply never brought
up between them. It is interesting, however, that when science bothers
with astrology at all it demands, before anything else, statistical proof of
the correspondences between individuals and the configuration of certain
planets at their birth. This is surely appropriate, because what science
does have to offer contemporary astrologers is precisely its methods of
statistics. Applied to astrology, these techniques could be of real help in
distinguishing fantasy from divine revelation. Scientists in general may
never be able to enter the intuitional domain of astrologers, but through
participation in a common search for truth they might come to acknowl-
edge instead of ignore its existence.

With so many overblown testaments abroad today, all extolling astrol-
ogy for the wrong reasons, the art’s honest values are overshadowed. I
surely make no claim to know absolutely the true from the mistaken or
the exaggerated; what endears astrology to me is that during my study of
it I found a forbearance and even a compassion toward people who could
not help doing what they do. Astrology is valuable to me because it bal-
ances the hint of fatalism with the reality of being able to read the fore-
warnings in a chart and then to attempt to transcend them by “right-
minded” actions taken in the light of the chart. This important dimension
of astrological thinking is akin to the wisdom of the I Ching.

The Astrologer's Handbook has rich material for beginner and expert
alike. Chapter 1, “For the Astrological Beginner” shows the novice how
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much information he can gain about himself if he knows no more than the
day on which he was born, and it indicates to him how much more he can
learn about himself if he has the precise hour and minute of his birth. The
expert reader will be especially interested in the material on the major
aspects. In this book, for the first time, the characteristics of squares and
oppositions are not lumped together as “unfavorable” but are delineated
specifically as two kinds of opportunities to work and to learn. Further,
the characteristics of squares are distinguished from the features of op-
positions and both of these from conjunctions, and so on for all the
major aspects. The bulk of the Handbook is devoted to delineations of
each aspect combination, Sun square Moon, Sun square Mars, and the
squares of the Sun to all the rest of the planets, Sun trine Moon, trine
Mars, and so on.

In working out this new material on the major aspects, the authors ad-
hered strictly to the classic rules of astrology, bending every effort to
stay close to the concepts that are at the foundation of the art. Thus, we
may surely recognize this ambitious book as a genuine contribution to
classic astrology prepared by two modern astrologers with faith in the
ancient laws. '

Needless to say, the new delineations of Sakoian and Acker are still to
be tested, both by themselves and by other competent practicing astrol-
ogers. The discrimination between imaginary and real messages from “on
high” requires that the best intellects in the field be brought to bear over
Tong periods of time. Such discrimination is more than one or two people
can safely attempt alone. Thus, we should remember that the stimulating
new material in The Astrologer’s Handbook is more in the nature of an-
nouncement than pronouncement.

In her final years teaching was a major activity in the busy life of
Frances Sakoian, first in small private groups, then in a private school of
astrology with the able assistance of Louis Acker. In the summer of 1970,
Mrs. Sakoian accepted the invitation of Dr. Harry L. Morrison, President
of the John F. Kennedy University at Martinez, California, to offer an
accredited course in astrology. It is to be hoped that this is but the first of
many such opportunities for astrology to reenter the academic world.
Changes are occurring today, and among the hopeful signs in an age of
change is the exciting possibility of a real renewal of astrology at its very
core.,

Preface

The sudden wealth of books on astrology reflects the current upsurge of
interest in this subject. However, most of these books, both the new ones
and the reissues of the old, concentrate for the most part on the history
of astrology per se and/or on interpretations of the Sun signs, the rising
signs (Ascendants ), perhaps the planetary signs (Moon in Virgo, Mer-
cury in Gemini, etc.), and an explanation of the significance of the houses.
None deals comprehensively not only with all this but also with the aspects.
None sets forth, in detail, the meaning of each aspect and how it can be
used in understanding the entire horoscope.

A prime requisite for interpreting a horoscope is the knowledge of how
to read aspects correctly. This book for the first time makes that informa-
tion readily available and understandable to the student and/or practi-
tioner of astrology.

In addition to dealing with the Sun signs, rising signs, planetary signs,
and houses, The Astrologer's Handbook outlines logical, step-by-step
methods for interpreting the meaning of the various aspects through the
fundamental rules of astrology, and thus provides the student with a valu-
able exercise in the interpretation of horoscopes. The usual practice of
lumping the aspects into general categories of favorable or unfavorable
has been avoided; instead, conjunctions, sextiles, trines, squares, and op-
positions are treated separately.® Thus it is shown how each type of aspect
imparts its own characteristic coloration to any combination of aspects,
planets, nodes, or angles. For instance, the square and opposition are
considered stress aspects, yet they are not stressful in the same way. The
square deals with obstacles in the path of the native’s ambition, while the
opposition is concerned with relationship problems.

® While the inconjunct and parallel aspects also qualify as major aspects, these
will be dealt with in a separate work.
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Another topic covered is how the motions of the planets involved in the
aspect affect the meaning of the aspect. Whether an aspect is applying or

.separating, approaching or departing, and whether its orb is exact or wide,
is a major factor in determining an aspect’s strength and significance.

This book does not include a bibliography since it was written from
personal knowledge and experience. It lays no claim to being infallible
but is the product of pooled resources which it is hoped will prove of last-
ing value.

There is no area of human experience which is not touched upon in
some way by astrology. This book is intended to provide insights into the
laws of consciousness whereby the reader can comprehend that he is an
integrated unit within the larger framework of consciousness in which all
of us live.

Years of experience have proved that astrology is a valid discipline with
vast potential for enriching an understanding of all phases of life. For this
reason we believe the present work can serve as a basic text for the even-
tual teaching of astrology in colleges and universities.

How to Use This Book

This book is designed to provide the layman, the astrological student,
and the practitioner of astrology with the information necessary for in-
terpreting horoscopes.

Horoscopes cast by computer are available for those who do not have
the time or the inclination to learn the mathematics involved in casting
an accurate horoscope. The computerized horoscope will be mathemati-
cally exact and the readout will include a list of all the aspects in the
natives’ horoscope and all the planets in their signs, printed on a horoscope
wheel.

You can cast your own horoscope manually by following the instructions
in Chapter 2 and checking your results by comparing them against the
example given.

Having acquired your horoscope, either by computer or by your own
calculations, you are ready to proceed with its interpretation. Read the
part of Chapter 3, “Sun Sign Potentials,” that applies to your horoscope.
Next, study the chapter on the houses, which represent the departments
of one’s life. Then read Chapter 4, “Rising Sign Overlay Patterns,” which
explains how the native projects himself in each department of life. And
then read your planets in the signs and houses (Chapter 6).

As a first step in interpreting your aspects, read Chapters 9-11. Bear in
mind the orb allotted to each of the major aspects and the possibility of an
aspect’s being “hidden” (this occurs when one planet is in the last degrees
of one sign and the other planet is in the first degrees of another sign).

Finally, you are ready to interpret the individual aspects of your horo-
scope. First, find out which of the five major aspects you are dealing with
—conjunction, sextile, square, trine, or opposition. Determine the planets
or points in the horoscope involved and make a note of which comes
first in the following lineup: Sun, Moon, Mercury, Venus, Mars, Jupiter,
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Saturn, Uranus, Pluto, North Node, South Node, Ascendant, Midheaven,
Descendant, Nadir. Then turn to the chapter on the aspect involved and
look up the appropriate planet or point. For example, if you have a sex-
tile formed by Venus and Neptune, look at “Venus Sextile Neptune” under
“Sextiles of Venus” in Chapter 13.

To aid in horoscope interpretation, the chapters on the exaltations of the
planets and on dispositors can be utilized as additional factors.

BASIC ASTROLOGY



CHAPTER 1

For the Astrological Beginner

Sun Signs

A horoscope is a map of the position of the planets in the heavens at
the exact time and place of your birth. This map represents a circle of
360°, the path that the Sun appears to follow through the sky (actually the
plane of the Earth’s orbit around the Sun), which astronomers call the
ecliptic. Astrologers divide this path into twelve 30° sectors. These are the
twelve “signs of the Zodiac,” or “Sun signs.” They indicate in which sector
the Sun was found at the time of your birth. For instance, if you were
born in the early part of October, then the Sun would have been in the
seventh sign, Libra. Your “Sun sign,” therefore, would be Libra.

The Zodiac most commonly used in Western astrology is determined
by the vernal equinox. This is the position of the Sun (about March 20
of each year) when the days and nights are of equal length. The vernal
equinox is defined in astronomy as that point in space where the plane of
the Earth’s orbit around the Sun, the ecliptic, intersects the plane of the
Earth’s equator extended into space. It occurs when the Sun moves from
a position south of the equator to a position north of the equator in its
apparent motion along the ecliptic as seen from the Earth (which we
know is actually revolving around the Sun). In astrology, this moment is
known as 0° of Aries. It marks the beginning of what is known as the
“tropical Zodiac,” the most commonly used Zodiac in Western astrology
and the one on which this book is based.

In astrological terminology, a horoscope is called by many names:
nativity, natal chart, natus, chart, map, wheel, etc. However, the signs of
the Zodiac always follow an unchanging pattern: Aries, Taurus, Gemini,
Cancer, Leo, Virgo, Libra, Scorpio, Sagittarius, Capricorn, Aquarius, and
Pisces.



CHART 1
The Cardinal Ingresses

A cardinal ingress is the entry of the Sun into one of the signs of the cardinal grouping
or quadruplicities. The signs are Aries, Cancer, Libra, Capricorn, indicating the
beginning of the four seasons which are demarcated by the vernal equinox, the
summer solstice, the fall equinox, and the winter solstice.

* Note: Because of leap years, time zones, and
other factors, the exact day and time when the
Sun enters a particular sign of the Zodiac varies
slightly from year to year. The exact time when
the Sun enters a sign of the Zodiac for a given
year and locale must be ascertained by means of
an Ephemeris. {See section on the manual cast-
ing of the horoscope, on page 25.)

The sun is in either one sign or another; it cannot be in two signs. The
dividing line between two signs is called a cusp—hence the often-heard
statement, “I was born on a cusp.” In the case of those born on or near a
cusp it is necessary to compute the horoscope mathematically to deter-
mine the Sun sign. (See Chapter 2 on how to erect a horoscope, or make
arrangements for the horoscope to be cast by computer.) For the calcula-
tion to be accurate, one must know the month, day, year, hour (minute, if
possible ), and location of the birth.

Each of the twelve signs of the Zodiac represents certain unique positive
characteristics as well as unique negative characteristics of human be-
havior and development. Everyone has all twelve signs included in his
horoscope. Their effect on the various departments of his life is deter-
mined by the position of the planets in these signs and the interaction be-
tween the signs of the Zodiac and the houses of the horoscope.

Houses

Like the signs of the Zodiac, the houses divide the horoscope into
twelve segments. Each house is fundamentally related to one sign of the
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Zodiac. The houses, however, are defined by the Earth’s 24-hour rotation
on its axis, whereas the signs of the Zodiac are defined by the Earth’s
yearly revolution around the Sun. Like the Sun signs, the houses are also
divided by lines called cusps. The First House cusp or Ascendant is found
by determining that point in space where the eastern horizon at the time
and place of birth intercepts the ecliptic. Thus any one of the twelve signs
which lie along the ecliptic could be found on the eastern horizon. Time
and location of one’s birth, therefore, determine which of the twelve signs
will be rising.

The rising sign is also known as the Ascendant. It indicates one’s man-
ner of self-expression, character, abilities, and appearance. It describes
one’s early environment.

Following the First House cusp are the Second through Twelfth houses,
which represent different departments of practical affairs: money, mar-
riage, profession, the domestic scene, friendship, etc. (See pages 82-95
for a complete description of the jurisdiction of each house. )

The most important of these houses are called the cardinal, or angular,
houses. They consist of the Ascendant (First House or rising sign), the
Fourth House cusp (or Nadir, where the plane of the meridian passes
underneath the Earth and intersects the ecliptic), the Seventh House
cusp (or the Descendant, defined as the point where the western horizon
intersects the ecliptic), and the Tenth House cusp (or Midheaven). The
Midheaven, also written M.C., is defined as that point where the meridian
~the line passing from north to south through a point directly overhead
called the zenith—intersects the plane of the ecliptic. The other eight
house cusps are spaced at approximately equal intervals between these
four angular house cusps.

Each house cusp bears a sign of the Zodiac (see Chart 4). The sign will
determine the way the department of life ruled by that house will be ex-
pressed in the life of the individual.

If your birthday is October 8 and you were born at 4:00 p.»m., your Sun
sign would be in the Eighth House. This puts Libra on the Eighth House,
Scorpio on the Ninth, Sagittarius on the Tenth, Capricorn on the Eleventh,
Aquarius on the Twelfth, Pisces on the First (commonly called the Ascen-
dant), Aries on the Second, Taurus on the Third, Gemini on the Fourth,
Cancer on the Fifth, Leo on the Sixth, and Virgo on the Seventh. This
combination would give approximately Pisces rising. These calculations
are not an accurate way of setting up the horoscope but a means of check-
ing for errors in the original casting.
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After determining and reading about your Sun sign and the houses,
read Chapter 4 on the overlay patterns, which describes the characteris-
tics of the Sun as they are related to and modified by the rest of the
Zodiac. For instance, if you are a Libra, apply your horoscope to the
Libra overlay.

Triplicities and Quadruplicities

The signs are also grouped into two more fundamental arrangements
determined by the geometric layout of the Zodiac. These are triplicities,
which deal with the tendencies of the temperament, and quadruplicities,
which concern the basic modes of activity. There are four triplicities, one
for each of the four elements fire, earth, air, and water, and each contains
three signs. Conversely there are three quadruplicities, dividing into the
areas of cardinal, fixed, and mutable, and each of these contains four signs.
Should a preponderance of planets be found in signs belonging to one of
these groupings, it becomes an outstanding factor in the person’s quality
of expression in some phase of his life.

First, let us deal with the elements: fire, earth, air, and water. Aries,
Leo, and Sagittarius belong to the fire triplicity. The individuals born
under them seek to display leadership in some way. In Aries, this desire
manifests itself as a decisiveness in spearheading new efforts and en-
deavors. Leos possess the managerial capacity for acting as the central
dramatic figure around which an organization or group of people gather.
Sagittarians have the ability to act as spiritual, philosophic leaders in the
areas of religion, philosophy, law, or higher education; they are concerned
with the ideas around which human society is built.

Fire sign individuals are positive, aggressive, ardent, creative, and mas-
culine in their expression. These qualities will manifest themselves in those
houses or departments which have fire signs on the cusp.

With the earth signs, Taurus, Virgo,-and Capricorn, comes the primary
attribute of practicality. These signs indicate skill in using and managing
the material and financial resources necessary to make other functions of
human life possible. In whatever houses the earth signs are found, one
will manifest the quality of practicality.

Taurus’s practical quality appears as the ability to accumulate and man-
age money and other material resources. In Virgo, practicality is evidenced
as intelligence and skill in labor and constructing those material objects
essential to man. It is also concerned with properly maintaining our most
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valuable material possession, our physical bodies. With Capricorn, there
is the practical ability to organize and manage vast business and govern-
mental enterprises. Or, on a more mundane level, the ability to structure
and organize ordinary business affairs.

The air element, or air triplicity, consists of the signs Gemini, Libra, and
Aquarius. They deal with the intellectual capacity of man, which includes
communication and social interrelationships. The air signs manifest strong
mental abilities and intellectual attributes in one form or another. In
whatever department of your horoscope the air signs are found you will
evince social and intellectual qualities.

In Gemini, this intellectualism shows itself as the ability to acquire,
utilize, and communicate factual information. A certain originality from
repatterning of ideas is often present. In Libra, these qualities are mani-
fested as the ability to weigh and balance, making just comparisons.
There is also a strong social awareness which leads to natural ability in
psychology and related disciplines. In Aquarius intellectuality is expressed
as an intuitive grasp of universal principles, along with a concern for the
universal well-being of humanity.

The water signs, or water triplicities, are Cancer, Scorpio, and Pisces.
Concerned with the realm of emotion and feeling, they deal with sensi-
tivity, intuition, and the deeper psychic aspects of life. In whatever houses
the water signs are found, one’s deep emotions will be manifested.

This quality of emotion appears in Cancer as strong feelings about
home and family. In Scorpio, it appears as strong feelings concerning
death, joint resources, and the deeper occult mysteries of life. In Pisces,
it is shown as a strong mystical feeling toward the Infinite and as uncon-
scious telepathic communication with other people. ( This includes a sym-
pathetic awareness of the environment.) Such sensitivity leads to extreme
impressionability, so that Pisces is strongly influenced by the unconscious.

The quadruplicities are groupings of four signs. They deal with modes
of activity and with adaptability to circumstances and are known as the
cardinal, fixed, and mutable signs.

The cardinal signs are Aries, Cancer, Libra, and Capricorn. People born
under them possess the ability to act directly and decisively upon present
circumstances. They have a realistic grasp of the immediate situation and
its potentials for action. In whatever houses or departments of life the
cardinal signs are found, one likes activity and is capable of initiating and
organizing new enterprises. Positively expressed, these signs manifest
constructive initiative, but on the negative side, there can be busybody
tendencies and thoughtless actions.
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The fixed quadruplicity consists of Taurus, Leo, Scorpio, and Aquarius.
Those born under these signs achieve results through persistence and de-
termination; their success comes through unwavering perseverance over
an extended period of time. They are goal oriented and in this sense con-
cerned with the future. The positive attributes of fixity are constancy and
reliability; the negative, stubbornness and rigidity. These people are not
casily swayed once they have made up their minds about something. In
whatever houses or departments these fixed signs are found, one exerts
sustained effort.

The mutable quadruplicity is composed of Gemini, Virgo, Sagittarius,
and Pisces. These signs indicate a richness of experiences in dealing with
all varieties of circumstances, and an accompanying mental ability. Those
born under them adapt themselves to the exigencies of life and like
chameleons are able to meld into their circumstances and surroundings.
They can be flexible and ingenious in emergencies. This ability comes
from previous experience in similar circumstances. Mutable sign people
tend to be concerned with the past rather than the present or the future.
They should be careful not to get trapped in their memories.

Positively expressed, these qualities appear as resourcefulness; nega-
tively, as worry, neurosis, nervousness, and the inability to live in the
present. In whatever houses or departments of life the mutable signs are
found, the person will express adaptability.

Masculine and Feminine Groupings

The signs are also divided into masculine (or positive) signs and
feminine (or negative ) signs.

The masculine/positive signs are all the fire and air signs. They include
the odd-numbered signs of the Zodiac (Aries, Gemini, Leo, Libra, Sagit-
tarius, Aquarius) and correspond to the First, Third, Fifth, Seventh,
Ninth, and Eleventh houses. Those born under positive/masculine signs
are aggressive and self-initiating, taking action to achieve results rather
than waiting for things to come to them. Wherever these signs are placed
in your horoscope, in these areas you are likely to take initiative or go
after what you want.

A strong preponderance of planets in masculine signs indicates a self-
propelling person with positive aggressive tendencies. In a man’s chart
such a preponderance is favorable. However, in a woman’s chart it can
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indicate an inclination to be more aggressive than is traditionally con-
sidered appropriate for her sex.

The negative or feminine signs include all the earth and water signs.
They are the even-numbered signs of the Zodiac ( Taurus, Cancer, Virgo,
Scorpio, Capricorn, and Pisces) and correspond to the Second, Fourth,
Sixth, Eighth, Tenth, and Twelfth houses.

These negative/feminine signs indicate passivity. At times, however,
persons born under them are capable of acting forcibly, although they
usually wait for things to come to them before taking action. In this
respect, they are passive and interact with what happens to come their
way. They work by a principle of attracting what they desire rather than
M attempting to go out and conquer it.

v } If a strong preponderance of planets occurs in negative passive signs,
the person probably will not manifest himself aggressively but can pos-
sess great strength in terms of passive endurance. A grouping of negative

An aspect is the angle formed between two points in the horoscope and may be
formed by two planets to each other or by a planet to some other point in the
horoscope.

The conjunction is the direct lineup of two planets as seen from the
Earth. In an ideal conjunction 0° separates the two planets. However, an
aspect has an orb, or orb of influence—the amount by which the two
planets involved can deviate from the exact number of degrees of the as-
pect and still be considered to have an aspect influence.

In the case of the five major aspects, a deviation of plus or minus 6° from
the exact number of degrees in the aspect is allowed. ( This is known as an
orb of 6°.) Should the Sun or Moon be involved in the aspect, an orb of
10° is allowed.

The conjunction ( ¢ ) is a very dynamic aspect, since it marks a strong
focalized potential for expression along with a tendency for direct action
and self-dramatization. The two planets in a conjunction indicate a specific
psychological characteristic in the person (which can be ascertained by
reading first the chapter on conjunctions and then the section on the
specific planets conjuncting; see, for example, “Mars Conjunct Uranus” on
page 302). If you want to interpret the aspect further, study Chapter 9 on
interpreting and integrating aspects.

The sextile (> ) aspect is 60° or one-sixth of a circle. The position of a
planet in a sign is determined by degrees and minutes of degrees mea-
sured from the beginning of a sign. This distance can never be more than
30°0’ since there are never more than 30° in a sign. Planets in sextile
aspect are placed two signs apart and occupy approximately the same
number of degrees in these signs within an allowable difference of plus or
minus 6°. However, if one of the planets is in the very beginning of a sign
and another planet is in the last degrees of another sign, the two planets
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may still be within a 6° orb of being 60° apart, forming what is known as
a hidden aspect. In this case, the signs occupied by the planets are ad-
joining, whereas in the case of most sextiles at least one sign intervenes
between the two signs occupied by the two planets which form the sextile
aspect. The sextile represents an easy flow of opportunities or ideas that,
if acted upon, will help realize the individual’s goals.

The square ((J) aspect is a 90° angle relationship. Planets in square
aspect generally occupy the same number of degrees in signs which are
three signs apart (or have two signs between the signs occupied by the
planets). If there is one or three intervening signs, the aspect is called a
hidden aspect. A square indicates the areas in the individual’s life where
adjustments must be made and where he must expend tremendous effort
to realize gains.

The trine ( A ) aspect is an angular relationship of 120° or one-third of
a circle between two planets. Planets in trine aspect generally occupy the
same number of degrees in signs which are four signs apart (or have
three signs between them). In a hidden aspect there will be two or four
intervening signs. The trine is an aspect of creativity and expansion; it is
the most fortunate of all aspects.

The opposition ( & ) aspect is an angular relationship of 180° between
two planets. Planets in opposition generally occupy approximately the
same number of degrees in two signs directly across the Zodiac from each
other; they are automatically six signs apart with five signs separating
them. If there is a hidden aspect, only four signs separate the signs oc-
cupied by the two planets. An opposition aspect indicates a situation in
which one must cooperate with others or break with them.

It is important to remember that signs, not houses, are counted in this
process of determining what aspects are present in a chart, since a house
may contain considerably more or less degrees than a whole sign. In the
commonly used Placidian system of houses, it is possible in extreme
northern latitudes for one house to contain two whole signs or for a
single sign to be present simultaneously on the cusps of three houses.



CHAPTER 2

Basic Chart Calculation

If the ancient wisdom disclosed in the rest of this book is the soul of
astrology, then accurate chart calculations could be called the heart of
astrology, for without accurate charts as a guide one cannot utilize the
ancient science at all.

Do not take chart calculations lightly. Normally about $60 worth of
reference books, knowledge of mathematical interpolation, and a good
half-hour to an hour of accurate calculations are necessary for each really
accurate chart. If you are seriously interested in becoming a professional
astrologer, you must master this science. This chapter gives a complete
guide to calculating exact natal charts.

The bane of every good astrologer is the “approximate” chart. Do not
use shortcut techniques unless you fully understand what accuracy is be-
ing lost and what the implications are. Aquia, the technique described
here, gives exact charts if followed exactly.

Information Needed

The astrology chart is a picture of the heavens at the moment you were
born. The planets must be located first with respect to the stars (the
Zodiac), then with respect to the horizon (the houses ). Thus it is necessary
to have the exact birthtime (month, day, year, time) and birthplace ( city,
state, country). You should obtain this information as far in advance as
possible to allow you adequate time to do an accurate calculation.

Necessary References

Ephemeris. This is a set of tables that give the planets’ location by sign
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at noon or midnight (Greenwich Mean Time—GMT) for each day of each
year. We strongly suggest the “Swiss” Zurich Ephemeris and Gollge’s
Ephemeris for accuracy.

Longitude and Latitude

You must determine the longitude and latitude of the birthplace. There
are several excellent books available for this purpose. Two books pub-
lished by the National Astrological Library, Longitudes and Latitudes in
the U.S. and Longitudes and Latitudes Outside the U.S., are very good
hecause they have the appropriate time correction factors. A much more
complete reference is the London World Atlas and Gazetteer, but it is
quite expensive.

Time Changes

A knowledge of time zones and daylight and wartime changes is needed
to correct the birthtime to Standard Time. Doris Doane’s Time Changes
in the U.S.A. and Time Changes Outside the U.S.A. are the only good ones
available and so must be used as a standard.

Table of Houses

This table gives the house cusps from a time calculation. Dalton’s Table
of Houses is the standard for work in the Placidian house cusp system
used here. It is accurate, but the nonangular cusps are given only to a
tenth of a degree accuracy. For really exact work you must go either to
the equations given in Dalton’s or to the computer.

Additional Calculation References

Several books on chart casting techniques are available. Alan Leo’s
Casting the Horoscope and Margaret Hone’s Modern Textbook of Astrol-
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ogy are very good. The AFA (American Federation of Astrologers) puts
out a series of math handbooks that are also excellent.

Procedure

1. Assemble information and references. For this example I will use
Time Changes in the U.S.A. (D. Doane), Longitudes and Latitudes in
the US. (AFA), “Swiss” Zurich Ephemeris, and Dalton’s Table of
Houses. As an example, “I will use July 7, 1942; 9:30 a.n., Boston? Mass.

2. Look up location in Time Changes in the U.S.A. to check for Day-
light Saving Time or Wartime. On page 78 note that July 7, 1942, falls
during World War 11, so one hour must be subtracted from the birthtime.
Therefore, birthtime was 8:30 a.z. Eastern Standard Time.

3. Look up longitude and latitude in Longitudes and Latitudes in the
U.S. to get location and time corrections. On page 46 note latitude
42N22, LMT (Local Mean Time) variation from ST is + 15 min, 44 sec,
local time must be increased by 5 hrs (sum of two columns) to obtain
GMT (Greenwich Mean Time). The GMT is then 8:30 + 5 = 1:30 p.m.
July 7, 1942. Also note GMT to LMT column of 4 hr, 44 min, 16 sec.

4. Look up sidereal time at the previous noon in the Ephemeris (Swiss)
column labeled “Stem-self.” (Use previous midnight with any other
ephemeris,) On page 317 note that since birth was before noon (standard
time) on July 7 the sidereal time at noon on July 6 must be used, which is
06 hr/55 min/21 sec.

5. Perform calculation. Four items must be added. Make sure all four
are present. They are:

a. The sidereal time at the previous noor. (step 4).

b. The elapsed time from the previous noon to the local birth time—in this
case 12 hours from noon to midnight plus 8 hours, 45 minutes, and 44
seconds until birth.

c. Sidereal correction. The equivalent corrections are found in Dalton’s
Table of Houses. In Table A, “Mean to Sidereal Correction” on page v
look up the 20 hours, then the 45 minutes, then the 44 seconds separate-
ly. Add the corrections.

d. The longitude sidereal correction term, calculated by using the value
obtained in step 3 from the column labeled “To obtain GMT add to
LMT.” This value must be looked up again in Dalton’s table on page v.
The example in question is as follows:

6. Because the Earth is not a perfect sphere one more correction has to
be made. The latitude must be changed slightly as given by Table B or:
page v in Dalton’s Table of Houses. Note that since the <':orrect10n for°42
is approximately —12’ the latitude we check is 42°22" minus 12. or 42 10: .

7. The two parameters necessary to look up the house cusps in Dalton’s
tables are now at hand: the sidereal time of 3 hr 45 min 15 sec (step 5)
and the corrected latitude of 42°10’ (step 7). The house cusps ar,e
then obtained by two-dimensional interpolation. On page 12 of Dalton’s
the correct values are between the columns labeled 3/42/57 and 3/47/6
and are also between latitudes 42° and 43°.

culimns and multiply by 138/249. Then, add this figure to the initial value.
Interpolation must also be done vertically between the 42° and the 43° of
latitude. Since a value of 42°10" is desired, it is necessary to go 10/60 of
the way between the two values. Therefore, calculate the difference in
cusp values between the two rows (42° and 43°), multiply the difference
by 10/60, and then add to the initial value.

This procedure is followed for all cusp values in the table on page 28.
The opposite cusp values are exactly 180° from these values.

S. A similar interpolation must be done to ascertain the exact planetary
locations. On page 317 of the “Swiss” Zurich Ephemeris the planetary
positions are given for noon Greenwich Mean Time. It has already been
calculated that the subject was born at 1:30 p.m. July 7, 1942, GMT (step
}), so an interpolation is necessary to get the correct planetary locations.
This is done by first calculating how far each planet moves during the 24
hours, then multiplying the result by the portion of the 24 hours passed
until the birth (1.5/24 in this case). Since there are 1440 minutes in 24
hours and the subject was born 90 minutes after noon, the planetary
daily motion is multiplied by 90,/1440.

This procedure is followed for all planet values in the table below.

CHAPTER 3

Cancers were born under the sign of emotional sensitivity. The key
phrase for Cancer is “I feel.” This is the strongest of the water signs,
favoring women more than men, since Cancer, of all the signs of the
Zodiac, is most strongly linked to domesticity and homemaking.

Cancers possess highly developed protective and defensive instincts,
which are aimed at material and domestic security. They are extraor-
dinarily sensitive and fearful of ridicule. The crab s};e]l, Ca:xlcer’s symbol,
represents the crust or armor which hides extreme sensitivity and shyness,
as well as physical and psychological vulnerability. Cancers protect them-
selves from the possibility of emotional hurt by withdrawing and finding
their security in solitude.

Because of their strong need for security, they will do \\fhatéver is
needed to establish and serve that security.

Even then, gambling
is rarelv a means of livelihood, since they are reluctant to jeopardize their
security. However, if their future stability depends upon taking a risk,
they will take the risk—if possible, with someone else’s monev. But in
that case Cancers would take great care to watch over the in;/estment;
they have a deep sense of responsibility toward others. They therefore
pay their debts and expect others to do the same.

These people are very complex; at certain times they appear to have
the strength of a giant and at other times they display the weakness of a
child. This variability is due to the reversal of the Sun’s direction in this
sign: it stops in the northern skies and starts its trek southward. (Like the
crab, heavenly bodies stand still in order to reverse their direction.) At
that time we have the longest days of the vear.

As a rule, Cancers are well-intentioned, but because of their inconstant
Moon they are at one moment sweet and charmingly outgoing (especially
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when they have some objective in mind) and at the next melancholic, in-
troverted, and distant.

They are noted for their diplomacy and seldom fail to achieve their
goals. However, when they are hurt, they may behave in a nonsensical
manner, being unable to collaborate with others. At times they can be-
have extremely childishly and stubbornly—and this is one of the major
flaws they must work to overcome.

Althodgh they appear gentle and tranquil, their inner thoughts are
difficult to fathom. Since few people ever really comprehend how Cancers
feel, they rarely get the necessary understanding from others.

Cancer children are by nature very tender, sweet and loving, willing
to be helpful. Cancer mothers and fathers warm those who are lucky
enough to be in their proximity. A word of caution: All Cancers should
guard against bearing a smothering love.

CHAPTER 4

Rising Sign Overlay Patterns

The overlay patterns explain the meaning of the natural sequence of
houses when a particular sign is rising. Space limitations permit only the
most significant elements that emerge from a particular combination of
sign and house to be treated.

Because the commonly used (Placidian) system of houses does not use
houses of equal span, in an individual horoscope a sign is sometimes in-
tercepted; that is, it is found within a house containing more than 30° but
is not on the cusp or the beginning of that house. Also, a single sign can
appear on the cusp of two houses when a house contains less than 30°.
However, at least part of a sign will fall in the house that corresponds to
its natural overlay pattern lineup. All horoscopes with Aries rising then
have Taurus somewhere in their Second House, although another sign
may be on the house cusp. This is the case except at the most extreme
northern or southern latitudes, where the Placidian system of house divi-
sions breaks down completely. :

Aries Overlay

Aries on the First House Cusp

Arians project themselves with intense energy and with primal power.
Their decisiveness enables them to act on their ideas the minute they are
formed. Arians do not waste time. They are competitive and have the
urge to excel in everything they do. They must continually prove them-
selves to themselves through action.

Taurus on the Second House Cusp

Arians’ practicality and willingness to adapt to the methods of business
or trade pay off in the ability to earn money. However, they tend to dissi-

However, they have a tendency to take things for granted and to
think solely in terms of their own affairs and frames of reference. Their
power comes from their ability to influence other people to subscribe
to a system of thinking that is arranged to provide them with all the
advantages. Nevertheless, the Sagittarians’ optimism is a source of in-
spiration to those with whom they have contact.

Capricorn on the Second House Cusp

Sagittarians are practical, responsible, and ambitious concerning money.
They do not spend it foolishly or capriciously. They feel it should be
used for things that have lasting value, and they are often quite frugal.
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Aquarius on the Third House Cusp

In this position, Sagittarians are able to communicate ideas in exciting
and ingenious ways. Their ideas come in flashes of intuition, but Sagit-
tarians are capable of putting them to practical application. They are pro-
gressive in thought, insisting that ideas have a practical function based
on values that have stood the test of time. They think in humanitarian
terms. Unusual and peculiar relationships exist with brothers, sisters, and
neighbors, who come unexpectedly in and out of Sagittarians’ lives.

Pisces on the Fourth House Cusp

The homes of Sagittarians are often places of retreat, set aside for re-
trospection. Sometimes their houses are provided by institutions; they
may live in rectories, ashrams, university-provided housing, etc. At any
rate, they enjoy privacy in their homes.

Aries on the Fifth House Cusp

Sagittarians expend much energy in creative activity. They originate
numerous concepts. In the realm of love and romance, they are pas-
sionate and aggressive. They like sports, especially those involving com-
petition and combat such as boxing, wrestling, and football. They are
dominating in their relationships with children, yet at the same time they
may be generous.

Taurus on the Sixth House Cusp

Sagittarians’ work is practical, but they enjoy projects they consider
beautiful and artistic. They will work hard only if they can see a monetary
gain from their efforts. Their health is generally robust, providing they
do not overeat or become self-indulgent in any way.

Gemini on the Seventh House Cusp

Frequently, there is more than one marriage or partnership, since Sagit-
tarians often have their eyes on greener fields. Even though Sagittarians
are primarily loners, they attract people who are intelligent and versatile,
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and who can aid them in practical ways. They are astute and intelligent in
public relations. However, they often prefer that their partners represent
them and their ideas.

Cancer on the Eighth House Cusp

Sagittarians are intensely emotional regarding their own deaths. It is
imperative to them to be remembered fondly after theyv die. They must
make certain that their affairs are in order and that those they leave be-
hind have ample provisions. In joint finances the partners generally earn
money which Sagittarians use to bring about their own betterment.

Leo on the Ninth House Cusp

These persons may not appear to want fame, but their subconscious
minds as well as their philosophy are somehow geared to attaining it and
to achieving positions of importance in their respective fields of endeavor.
Sagittarians give their philosophy the power of their being. Many take
long journeys, either physically or mentally. Their eves are always on
distant goals.

Virgo on the Tenth House Cusp

Sagittarians are usually particular about their public images. They ap-
pear circumspect, efficient, and organized and in their professional roles
may seem cold, aloof, and critical.

Libra on the Eleventh House Cusp

These people often obtain their goals by surrounding themselves with
unusual, attractive, artistic, and gracious friends who are stable and
prosperous. They are likely to marry a friend, a partner’s friend, or a
friend of long standing.

Scorpio on the Twelfth House Cusp

The Sagittarians’ hidden support is their resourcefulness. They are
able to perceive as valuable things that others have overlooked. They alsc
know how to cultivate hidden talents in others. Their downfall can be
caused by secret resentments and concealed love affairs.
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Capricorn Overlay

Capricorn on the First House Cusp

Discipline, systematic endeavor, hard work, and patience are Capri-
corns’ characteristics. Everything they do has a purpose and is designed
to achieve some definite practical end. Capricorns are serious, austere,
somewhat melancholy, and reserved.

Aquarius on the Second House Cusp

These persons make their money in original and unusual ways through
groups and organizations. They are often associated with corporate en-
terprises, achieving financial success by producing the most costly inno-
vations and the most ingenious techniques in their fields.

Pisces on the Third House Cusp

This position creates persons who are surprisingly cryptic and highly
emotional in their thoughts and communication. Very often their ideas
are based upon intuitive insights. Capricorns organize their plans and
ideas secretly. They also like to be alone when doing mental work.

Aries on the Fourth House Cusp

Capricorns are aggressive in matters relating to home and family. The
home is sometimes a battlefield for emotional spats. It is generally filled
with mechanical devices and implements.

Taurus on the Fifth House Cusp

Capricorns are sensual and romantic in the affairs of the heart. They are
consistent in their love and affection toward their children. They invest
a great deal of pride in them, especially if the children’s accomplish-
ments result in higher status for the Capricorns themselves. They want
their children to have the good things of life. They gain pleasure from
luxurious surroundings and good food. They appreciate art, sculpture,
and music.
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Gemini on the Sixth House Cusp

Capricorns are versatile and ingenious in organizing their work and
can handle several jobs at once. Their fraternal attitude toward co-
workers and employees is one of the secrets of their management ability.
They have numerous ideas on how to increase efficiency.

Cancer on the Seventh House Cusp

Capricorns are strongly attached emotionally to their spouses and
partners. However, the fact that their partners also are often emotionally
dependent on them presents problems at times. Capricorns are, moreover,
emotional about their relations with the public and with dear friends,
whom they regard as members of their family.

Leo on the Eighth House Cusp

Since Capricorns have Leo, the sign ruled by the Sun, on the Eighth
House, they live a long time. (The Sun is the giver of life and it staves
off death.) Even if they are generous, Capricorns like to control joint re-
sources. They like to control the dispensing of the goods of the dead too;
Capricorns are often executives in insurance companies.

Virgo on the Ninth House Cusp

The philosophy of Capricoms is based upon efficiency and hard work.
They have practical ideas that can be utilized within the existing social
structure. Any philosophy they respect must be consistent in every de-
tail. Their awareness of detail and their capacity to do research con-
tribute to the fine legal minds of some Capricorns.

Libra on the Tenth House Cusp

Capricorns often have partners in their professions. They are charming
and skillful in winning over people who are in positions of power and
thus gain promotions. However, possessing a strong sense of ethics in pro-
fessional matters, they usually have good reputations and standing in the
community.
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Scorpio on the Eleventh House Cusp

These persons tend to surround themselves with dynamic, aggressive,
and powerful friends, who can handle many of the difficult jobs they are
too reserved to tackle. They have their private source of agents to carry
out their purposes or wishes. Capricorns seldom choose weak individuals
as friends.

Sagittarius on the Twelfth House Cusp

When they are alone, and removed from the business world, Capri-
corns are philosophically oriented. Their philosophy of life is the hidden
support guiding and inspiring their thinking. Their undoing may come
as a result of lofty aspirations which they are unable to fulfill in their
present circumstances.

Aquarius Overlay

Aquarius on the First House Cusp

Aquarians are original, creative, independent, wishing to make their
own unique contribution to the common good. They are at the same time
fun-loving, people oriented, and friendly in an impersonal way. They
are modest and do not like to call undue attention to themselves. They
would rather be loved than admired. They find their source of power in
group activity within a close circle of friends.

Pisces on the Second House Cusp

There is likely to be a laxity and an impracticality due to excessive
generosity in professional and money matters. However, it is this generous
spirit that often brings Aquarians good luck financially. Aquarians love
the beautiful and good things of life, although this appreciation never
makes them greedy.

Aries on the Third House Cusp

Aquarians may be aggressive and argumentative concerning their pet
theories and ideas. They have a tendency to create tension and instigate
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rivalry amoung their brothers and sisters. They are intellectually creative
and may open up new avenues of expression and application.

Taurus on the Fourth House Cusp

Since Aquarians admire elegant homes, much of their financial re-
sources is channeled into creating a beautiful personal environment.
Within this environment they like to be surrounded by music and art.
The home is where the impersonal Aquarians’ maternal or paternal in-
stinct expresses itself in providing for their families.

Gemini on the Fifth House Cusp

Passion in love is not characteristic of Aquarians. They derive pleasure
from intellectual pursuits and prefer intelligent companions with whom
they can establish brother-sister relationships. Aquarians can be critical of
their loved ones. They produce children of outstanding intellectual ability.
Often they have twins.

Cancer on the Sixth House Cusp

Because Aquarians have the group instinct, they work where there are
people and constant activity, regarding their co-workers as family mem-
bers. Their work often involves civic and community life. Their health
is contingent upon their emotional state. When they are emotionally upset,
they may have what is commonly called “butterflies in the stomach,” al-
though this is rarely outwardly apparent.

L.eo on the Seventh House Cusp

Marriage and business partners who are powerful and well established
are attracted to Aquarians and occasionally dominate them. Aquarians
are very independent, however, and this domination is never carried to
the point of suppression. The marriage partners are generally amorous
and have their own place in the sun.

Virgo on the Eighth House Cusp

Their concern for matters of health and death makes Aquarians in-
surance-minded. They are always alert in situations of danger where
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accidents could occur. Their partners help to expand the family income
with practical ideas and service.

Libra on the Ninth House Cusp

Aquarians’ philosophy and religion are based on the harmonious and
beautiful. They like to travel for pleasure with partners or dear friends.
Many Aquarians marry in foreign countries or marry people of foreign
birth. They tend to marry people of education and refinement.

Scorpio on the Tenth House Cusp

Historically, many Aquarians have been revolutionaries, since they are
at odds with the established regime or those who have authority over
them. Aquarians do not wish to dominate or be dominated. Their oppor-
tunities for self-renewal come through their professions, and often renown
follows.

Sagittarius on the Eleventh House Cusp

Aquarians enjoy famous and optimistic friends who inspire them to
greater accomplishments. They usually have numerous friends. Aquarians
join many large organizations which help them to expand personally.

Capricorn on the Twelfth House Cusp

Aquarians are more conservative than they like to admit. Although they
are sometimes limited by unconscious fears, their hidden strength is the
discipline that enables them to work hard behind the scenes. They can be
trusted with secrets, and they often work on secret projects.

Pisces Overlay

Pisces on the First House Cusp

Pisceans are sympathetic, adaptable, ethereal, and visionary. Their
achievements are the result of their sensitivity to the subtle currents of
their surroundings. Their mystical insight allows them to penetrate the
subtleties of human nature. They also have artistic and musical ability.
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Aries on the Second House Cusp

Pisceans make money through starting new projects. They expend con-
siderable energy in the monetary area and spend money impulsively,
sometimes in excess. They are inclined to ignore the facts of reality. They
are constantly searching for new realms of financial endeavor.

Taurus on the Third House Cusp

Being slow and deliberate in forming their ideas, Pisceans are stubborn
about changing their minds once a decision has been made. Their think-
ing is concentrated on moneymaking or on artistic endeavors.

Gemini on the Fourth House Cusp

Pisceans travel a good deal and often change their residence..They
have a tendency to establish two homes. There is usually a large library
in a Piscean home. They communicate extensively with family members
and give a great deal of thought to domestic affairs.

Cancer on the Fifth House Cusp

These persons are highly emotional and sentimental about their loves,
enshrining them like rare paintings. Pisceans enjoy rich foods and tend
to be overweight. They derive pleasure from familial contacts and are
maternal toward their children. Many Piscean men attract women who
remind them of their mothers.

Leo on the Sixth House Cusp

The usually meek Pisceans may be quite domineering over co-workers
and subordinates; they have a feeling of authority where work and ser-
vices are concerned. They glory in the sacrifices they must make in their
profession and service. Their illnesses are often psychosomatic and are
used to attract attention. They tend to be low in vitality because the
Neptune influence on their solar First House makes them dissipate their
energy.

Virgo on the Seventh House Cusp

Pisceans attract hardworking, efficient, and exacting partners who help
them manage their practical affairs.

Libra on the Eighth House Cusp

The partners of Pisceans often contribute to joint resources. Pisceans
enjoy the experience of working with others to devise better methods of
making money. They also benefit from insurance and legacies.

Scorpio on the Ninth House Cusp

They are religious and philosophical crusaders, often engaging in ar-
guments over religious beliefs. If they are involved in litigation of any
sort, there is generally a great deal of fiery protest.

Sagittarius on the Tenth House Cusp

Pisceans can succeed as executives who have a great deal of vision, but
they are not always practical. They often work in the fields of education,
religion, and travel, achieving fame in these areas through their religious
and spiritual accomplishments. They like to be considered philanthropists
and are generous in their professional contacts.

Capricorn on the Eleventh House Cusp

Since the hopes and wishes of Pisceans are dominated by a desire for
security, they choose stable, conservative, and established people as
friends.

Agquarius on the Twelfth House Cusp

Pisceans can bring about their self-undoing by burdening their asso-
ciates with their problems and alienating their friends by requiring con-
stant sympathy and support. On the positive side, their spiritual rapport
with their friends can be their hidden support. Pisceans have an uncon-
scious desire to serve humanity and a universal awareness that enables
them to tap the deeper levels of consciousness.



CHAPTER D

The Houses: How They Relate
to Man and His Environment

From an interpretative standpoint, the houses represent the various
departments of life. Through them the characteristics of the individual
revealed in the signs and planets are expressed in the activities and ex-
periences of everyday life. The lines separating these departments or
types of activities are called cusps.

Technically, the astrological houses indicate how the vibratory pattern
established by the planets and the signs of the Zodiac relate to the auric
field of the Earth itself. The Earth is the place where our lives are ac-
tually lived, and it determines the practical manifestation of the other
astrological forces.

The houses are formed by coordinates in space which orient the
planetary and zodiacal positions to the eastern and western horizons. On
the plane of the meridian—the line going directly from north to south
passing through the zenith (the point directly overhead at the time and
place of birth) as well as passing through the point directly underfoot in
the opposite direction from the zenith where these four directions inter-
sect the ecliptic (the plane of the Earth’s orbit around the Sun)~we have
the four angular house cusps.

Where the ecliptic crosses the eastern horizon, we have the Ascendant
or First House cusp. Where the ecliptic crosses the western horizon, we
have the Descendant or Seventh House cusp. Where the ecliptic inter-
sects the meridian overhead, we have the Midheaven or Tenth House
cusp. Where the ecliptic intersects the plane of the meridian underfoot,
we have the Nadir or Fourth House cusp.

These four angular house cusps are considered the most important
and most sensitive positions in the horoscope. The other eight house
cusps divide the four quadrants—the spaces between the angular house
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cusps—into three portions of approximately equal size called houses.
These four quadrants, with three houses each, make twelve houses in all.
The houses are numbered in counterclockwise order. Each is a slice of
space of approximately one-twelfth of a circle, following the house cusp
assigned to that house in a counterclockwise direction.

When the time of birth is not known, the Sun becomes the Ascendant
or First House. This type of horoscope is known as a solar chart and in-
dicates how the individual’s affairs unfold in terms of creative self-expres-
sion, rather than in terms of environmental circumstances, as would be
indicated by the regular house cusps.

The signs and planets listed here as corresponding to the individual
houses are those of the natural Zodiac® and may differ in individual
horoscopes. However, the sign corresponding to a house in the natural
Zodiac and its rulers and exalted rulers will to some degree influence the
affairs of that house, even though in most individual horoscopes a differ-
ent sign will be on the cusp of that house.

The First House

(SIGN: ARIES; CO-RULERS: MARS AND PLUTO; SUN EXALTED)

The First House is called the Ascendant. Its key phrase is “I am.” The
sign of the Zodiac on its cusp is called the rising sign. It is the most im-
portant house cusp and the most sensitive in the horoscope. It represents
the individual’s basic point of reference toward life: his self-awareness,
how his experiences are assimilated, and how he responds to outside
stimuli.

Any planet placed in the First House, especially if it conjuncts the
Ascendant, becomes highly descriptive of the individual’s basic character
and the quality of his consciousness. Several other influences affect the
qualities of the First House: the psychological traits associated with the
sign on the First House cusp; the ruler of that sign; any planet that makes
a major aspect to the First House cusp; and the dispositor of the ruler of
the Ascendant sign.

The First House and these ruling factors indicate the native’s physical
appearance and personal mannerisms. ( The sign and house of the Sun and

® The natural Zodiac is a horoscope with Aries on the Ascendant, Taurus on the

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Moon are also indicators of the native’s basic physical type.) The physical
qualities are the manifestation of his sustaining life-force, or selfhood, and
indicate the degree of his health and vitality as well as the influences
affecting them.

The First House also indicates the native’s early environment and con-
ditioning by its general affinity to Aries, the sign of new beginnings.®

The Sun, which is exalted in Aries and represents the creative will and
the life-giving principle, also has a strong relationship to the Ascendant
and the First House. Thus someone who has the Sun conjunct the Ascen-
dant in the First House or otherwise strongly aspecting the Ascendant is
likely to be a self-aware and powerful individual with a strong will and
positive direction in life.

Mars and Pluto, the ruling planets of the sign Aries, also have a strong
affinity with the First House and the Ascendant. Mars is the planet of
physical action based on desire, whereas Pluto is the planet of mental
manipulation of energy based on will, or the determination to overcome or
become. These two planets of outer and inner action exert greater force
when they are in some way related to the Ascendant or First House.

The Second House

(SIGN: TAURUS; RULER: VENUS; MOON EXALTED)

The Second House deals with those material resources required by the
selfhood (First House) to sustain itself. The key phrase for the Second
House is “I have.” Acquiring material resources generally calls for sus-
tained and steady effort, and the Second House corresponds to the sign
Taurus, the most stable of all the signs, since it is an earth sign (the
most fixed element), a fixed sign, and the most stable of the quadru-
plicities. The resources necessary to sustain personal existence and self-
expression are drawn from the earth. The Second House is concerned
with the natives” ability to earn money in order to acquire the material
possessions which they need or feel they need. In addition to indicating
the earning and spending capacity of the natives and the manner in which

® The Ascendant or rising degree has a similar relationship to the vernal point or
vernal equinox in the Zodiac. It is also known as 0° of Aries and is the central com-
mon node point to which all the other energy fields in the horoscope relate. The
vernal point is the central common node point to which all the other energy fields of
the Zot:ﬁac are geometrically and harmonically coordinated.
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they meet their obligations, it also indicates how many and what kind of
movable possessions the native acquires.

The sign on the cusp of the Second House, its ruler, and the planets that
disposit its ruler, as well as the sign position and aspects of planets in the
Second House, all contribute to determining how the natives acquire and
utilize money and material resources. These factors also indicate the
problems and situations that arise in the process. Aspects made to the
ruling planet of the Second House cusp can likewise be of importance.

In this case then, because Venus (which rules Taurus) and the Moon
(which is exalted in Taurus) relate to the Second House in the natural
Zodiac, these planets can give clues to the nature of the natives’ Second
House affairs.

Since the acquiring of material resources requires a complex set of
human cooperative factors, it is in the Second House that the natives must
learn the lesson of responsibility and stewardship toward their brothers
and society at large. In order for individuals to realize ultimate security
and peace, they must provide a basis of security for those who are de-
pendent on them.

Through the experience of the Second House the natives are ultimately
required to learn that they must not selfishly acquire wealth for their
own personal pleasure and gratification but use it, according to their
capacity, for feeding, housing, clothing, and educating as many others as
possible. Those they help can in turn contribute to advancing civilization.

The Third House

(SIGN: GEMINI; RULER: MERCURY )

The key phrase is “I think.” The native must discriminate on the basis
of accurate perception, experience, and logic what methods will be most
valuable in handling the resources represented by the Second House and
for what purpose these resources should be used. This procedure implies
the faculty of conscious thought, the domain of the Third House. It is the
conscious mind that must exercise judgment and discrimination in choos-
ing what the attention is allowed to dwell upon and thus where the
psychic energy of the individual will be directed.

We are constantly creating ourselves in the image of whatever our
thoughts are focused upon. The emotional responses and action of the
individual automatically follow and energize the basic pattern laid down
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by the thought structure. Thus by their thought patterns men create their
destiny and make their own heaven or hell. Here the discriminating factor
of Mercury must be exercised in choosing the course of thought and ac-
tion that will lead to positive growth rather than confusion and negativity.

Because the Third House sign, Gemini, is ruled by Mercury, this house
is concerned with the assimilation, processing, and circulation of infor-
mation. It is the house of the practical mind, and since relationships
necessarily imply the communication of ideas, this is the first of the air
houses that concerns brothers and sisters, near neighbors, and people in
general with whom there is daily mental exchange.

The Third House and its ruler and the planets in the Third House, as
well as aspects made to them, give important clues to the natives” ability
to think and communicate, their way of expressing ideas, and their intel-
lectual reaction to their environment. The position and aspects of Mer-
cury are highly important in this regard too.

The Third House also rules periodicals, papers, books, writing, tele-
phone, television, radio, and speech—all things which are used in human
communication.

The Third House has to do with short-distance traveling, the comings
and goings which bring us into contact with people whom we influence
mentally and by whom we ourselves are influenced. It indicates the
mental equipment with which the native is born, although this does not
necessarily represent the full scope of the matured mind, which has
learned to transcend the limitations of the individual selfhood through
the resources of the higher intuitive faculty linking it with the universal
mind. (This intuitive faculty is linked to the individual’s consciousness
of the overall social order and is shown through Jupiter's rulership of
Sagittarius and the Ninth House.* )

However, the Third House is only the beginning of the mind’s unfold-
ing. Here the mind is still confined to the individual’s practical thoughts.
This limitation by no means makes the Third House inferior to the other
mental houses. Without clear logic, perception, and communication, the
higher intuitive faculties degenerate into superstitious delusions and
dogmas and lose their possibilities for benefiting humanity. Therefore, the
development of accurate and logical practical reasoning, as represented

® The intuitive faculty reaches its full flowering in Pisces and the Twelfth House,
where the higher intuitive faculty of Neptune, which is limitless, takes over. The
mind is perfected and prepared i}t,)r the influx of higher wisdom through intelligent
and efficient work and service expressed through Virgo and the Sixth House, also
ruled by Mercury.
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by the Third House, is an essential prerequisite to all higher mental and
spiritual development. It is the link between men’s creative, intuitive
inspirations and their ability to use these inspirations in a way that will
be of practical benefit to themselves and others.

The Fourth House

(SIGN: CANCER; RULER: MOON; JUPITER AND NEPTUNE EXALTED )

The Fourth House rules the accumulated environmental conditions we
have created for ourselves, primarily the domestic scene. As we appro-
priate resources, we build up a base of operations, which functions also
as a source of security. This principle most readily expresses itself in the
home, our platform for collecting, organizing, and utilizing the things
with which we maintain and express ourselves. The Fourth House rules
homes, foods, laundry, and household items. (It is possible to tell a great
deal about the mental and emotional makeup of individuals from the en-
vironment they create for themselves. A messy environment is almost a
sure indication of a confused, undisciplined, and disorderly mind. )

The Fourth House also rules the land itself—the stage upon which the
drama of life is acted out. All humans appropriate a certain portion of
the earth’s surface for their use; they find a place to call home, where
they can collect their possessions. However, in a broader sense our home
cax; be those sets of mental and emotional conditionings within which
we have come to feel comfortable.

This psychological home environment we carry with us regardless of
where we may be on the earth’s surface. It makes up what we call our
unconscious mind and determines our unconscious response mechanisms
and our emotional makeup.

The Fourth House corresponds to the sign Cancer, which is ruled by
the Moon. The Moon represents the feminine reflective-reactive principle
operating through the unconscious mind and the automatic emotional
responses. These automatic emotional responses and habit patterns are
largely established in early childhood, and the Fourth House has a great
deal to do with heredity and the beginning of life, when we are subject
to parental conditioning, as well as with the very end of life, when we
are subject to the conditions we ourselves have created and can no longer
change. In terms of the physical body, the Fourth House represents the
final resting place within the earth,
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The Fifth House

(SIGN: LEO; RULER: SUN; PLUTO EXALTED)

The Fifth House is the house of creative expression. It represents the
next stage in an individual's development. Once there is a self to act (the
First House), resources to use (the Second House), a mind to control
the use of these resources (the Third House), and a base of operations
(the Fourth House ), the native is ready for creative self-expression and
mental and physical procreation.

The Fifth House rules the children of the mind and body and has to
do with all the creative arts, especially the performing arts, along with
love affairs, pleasures and places of amusement, parties, social entertain-
ment, and gambling (including stock market speculations). It also per-
tains to children and matters connected with their upbringing and early
education, teaching, sports and all functions, whether social or otherwisé,
where one seeks creative self-cxpression and social popularity.

Since creativity requires a steady application of the will, it is natural
that Leo, a fixed creative fire sign, ruled by the Sun, corresponds to the
Fifth House. Here the dynamic powers of the self are expressed through
the power of the Sun to create and dramatize by means of love. The in-
dividual is filled with the joy of living and reaches out to the same flow
of life in the loved one. Qut of this union new progeny are born and
life finds its fulfillment. Thus the Fifth House is a place of power, where
the universal life-force of creative power of the Sun, working through the
individual selfhood of the native, finds outlet. In the Fifth House, man has
the opportunity to become co-creator with God.

The Sixth House

(SIGN: VIRGO; RULER: MERCURY®)

The Sixth House concerns the hard work and detailed methodology

necessary to bring to fruition that which was creatively envisioned in the
Fifth House.

The Sixth House, the planets in this house, the ruler of the house, and

° The authors believe that in time the planet Vulcan will be established as the ruler
or co-ruler of Virgo and the Sixth House.
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their aspects will reveal much about the natives” attitude toward work and
service, their ability to perform useful tasks, and their ability to use their
minds in a practical way.

As Edison once said, “Invention is five percent inspiration and ninety-
five percent perspiration.” In the Sixth House, the natives must learn to
humble themselves and forgo the grandeur of the large stage and central
spotlight in order to learn the intricate details and humble tasks neces-
sary to the theater of human life.

The key to understanding the universe is learning to understand the struc-
ture and detail of a single atom. To comprehend the subtle workings of the
inner forces of the microcosm which make outer manifestation pos-
sible is a dificult and intricate task. Thc disciplined training of the mind
(Mercury), which a comprehensive understanding of life requires, neces-
sitates that the native learn concentration and efficiency through devo-
tion to work and service in the handling of practical (Virgo) tasks and
responsibilities. Thus, we see how essential the Sixth House is in the
learning process. Obviously the work the native performs is directly re-
lated in kind, degree, and proportion to the education, formal or practical,
which he has received to prepare him for his work, ruled by the Sixth
House.

Part of learning responsibility for detail comes with the proper care
and maintenance of a healthy body, an essential instrument for perform-
ing useful services. In this sense, the Sixth House indicates health, or the
lack of it, and the native’s attitude toward staying healthy. The Sixth
House deals also with diet and food preparation. It rules clothes, which
protect the body, and the neatness, or lack of it, of a person’s appearance.
A subtle communication takes place through clothing, again bringing in
the Mercury significance.

The first six houses of the horoscope have a personal significance. The
First House deals with selfhood, the Second with acquisition, the Third
with practical thought, the Fourth with a personal base of operation,
the Fifth with creative self-expression, and the Sixth with self-improve-
ment through work and service. The greater part of our life, however,
concerns relationships with other people and with human society in the
larger sense. The last six houses of the horoscope are concerned with
interpersonal group relationships.

The last six houses and the last six signs of the Zodiac retrace the
significance of the first six houses and signs from a group or social frame
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of reference. They show how individuals react, function, and adapt to the
human society in which they live.

The Seventh House

(SIGN: LIBRA; RULER: VENUS; SATURN EXALTED)

In the Seventh House the “I am” self makes direct contact with the
non-self. The key phrase for the Seventh House is “We are.” This house
concerns all direct close personal relationships with others and reveals the
nature of other people’s reactions to our actions. This house can also be
representative of the First House of individuals one is involved with and
therefore, describes the kind of partners one is likely to attract, \vhethe;
in marriage or other close relationships. Venus'’s rulership of this house
establishes the bonds of love and mutual harmony which make marriage
and close friendships possible.

The Seventh House rules marriage partnerships, close personal friend-
ships, contacts with the public, legal affairs, and the forming of contracts
and agreements (the Third House having to do with the contract itself).

Because of the Saturn influence, the Seventh House is closely related
to the workings of karma, or the law of compensation, as it aﬂec'ts the in-
dividual. What individuals do to the world, the world does back to them.
The Seventh House, its ruler, and the planets placed therein reveal how
this karmic pattern unfolds.

Since Venus is also related to the money sign Taurus, and since Saturn
deals with business agreements, the Seventh House governs commerce.
(Carrying on business requires dealing with other companies and the
public. Hence the Seventh House rules business representatives and pub-
lic relations people.)

The Eighth House

(SIGNZ SCORPIO; CO-RULERS: MARS AND PLUTO; URANUS EXALTED)

The Eighth House is the house of joint resources, as its polar opposite,
the Second House, is the house of personal property. Its key phrase is
“We have.” The Eighth House consequently deals with corporate money,
inherited money or property, insurance and taxes, money that results from
combined effort, or money belonging to the marriage 0; business partner.
The baser selfish desires associated with Mars and Scorpio can cause
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conflict over jointly held wealth, generally because some individuals want
the wealth of the group for their own self-aggrandizement. Throughout
history, such motives and actions have led to war (Mars) and death
(Scorpio, and the Eighth House, which is associated with death and
destruction).

As the polar opposite of the Second House, the Eighth House deals
also with the dissolution of material structures back into energy. Therefore,
it concerns the death of the physical body and the practical matters con-
nected with it: funerals, wills, and legacies. In addition it affects the
release of the Indwelling Spiritual Being back into the subtle planes.
Because of its concern with these subtle energy forces, which are the in-
ternal cause of physical manifestations, the Eighth House deals with the
occult and such aspects of science as higher mathematics and atomic
physics. Through the exaltation of Uranus in Scorpio and the Pluto ruler-
ship of Scorpio, it is also concerned with internal mystical experiences.
Individuals contact planes of being which are beyond the reach of their
five physical senses, and they sometimes communicate with people who
are not in phvsical incarnations.

The Ninth House

(SIGN: SAGITTARIUS; CO-RULERS: JUPITER AND NEPTUNE)

The Seventh House involves the “We are” principle; the Eighth House,
the “We have” principle; and the Ninth House, the “We think” principle
(as opposed to the Third House “I think” principle). The Ninth House
deals with all codified collectivistic thought structures, usually embodied
in philosophy, religion and religious institutions, legal systems and laws,
and institutions of higher learning. In short, the Ninth House rules all
institutions in which the social concepts developed in the course of
civilization are embodied and taught. It is related also to the teaching and
publishing professions, through which spiritual and philosophic precepts
are passed on to succeeding generations. Further, the Ninth House deals
with the knowledge gained through long-distance travel, whereby a larger
portion of human culture can be experienced by an individual.

Since unregulated conflict over the world’s resources would lead to
destruction and chaos, a collective mind as expressed through the Ninth
House is essential to govern individual and communal action. By means of
the higher illumination that comes through the intuitive and expansive
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planets Neptune and Jupiter, which embody the love principle, men can
communicate with the universal consciousness and gain the spiritual in-
spiration to enable them to govern their conduct with their fellow men
harmoniously. Through this higher inspiration, the birth of all the world’s
great religions occurs. The Ninth House, its ruler, planets placed in it,
and aspects affecting these planets all reveal the native’s ability to tap

the higher levels of inspiration, unfold wisdom, and develop a social
conscience.

The Tenth House

(SIGN: CAPRICORN; RULER: SATURN; MARS EXALTED)

The Tenth House deals with the individual’s base of operation with re-
spect to society (rather than his own personal sphere, ruled by the Fourth
House). It deals with the carrying out of one’s responsibilities before
the world and concerns professional and public reputation, honor or dis-
honor, career, and one’s relationship to political and business power struc-
tures.

While the Fourth House shows the social and economic station the
natives are born into, the Tenth House shows whether they rise above
fall below, or maintain that position. ’

The Tenth House, the planets placed therein, and aspects made to the
planets, along with the ruler of the house and the sign placed on it, govern
the ability (or lack of it) to rise to a position of importance in the world.
The Tenth House shows how ambitious one is and how ambition is mani-
fested. It also indicates whether the natives will incur Tavor or disfavor
from those in authority. It concerns the kind of employers one has and the
nature of one’s relationship with them.

The desire for power and status is closely related to the Mars desire
principle which urges action (Mars in Capricorn). However, if this am-
bition degenerates into ruthless attempts to gain power, Saturn will see
to it that the natives fall from their high position and the law of cause and
effect takes over.

The Saturn connection also clearly indicates the degree of organization,
self-discipline, hard work, and patience the native is willing to exercise
to gain social or business positions. Since Saturn is exalted in Libra,
which deals with public relations and justice, the native’s position is se-
cure only if his public reputation is stable and his dealings are honorable.

Politically, the Tenth House rules the executive branch of government,
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people in high positions of power, and official governmental power struc-
tures in general.

The Eleventh House

(SIGN: AQUARIUS; CO-RULERS: URANUS AND SATURN; MERCURY EXALTED )

The Eleventh House is concerned with group creative expression, as
opposed to the individual creative expression of its polar opposite, the
Fifth House.

This house, the planets placed in it, the sign on the cusp, and the
aspects made to its ruler or planets in it reveal the native’s capacity to
form group associations, make friends, communicate, and work on ideas
of universal concern. How he goes about these things is also revealed by
Eleventh House factors. Such matters require the communication and
thinking ability disclosed here through Mercury’s exaltation in Aquarius.
A certain sense of loyalty and mutual responsibility is present, along with
a willingness to work for common goals, as shown by Saturn’s co-ruler-
ship of Aquarius.

Real creative group expression can exist only when the members of
the group are conscious of their spiritual unity and aware of the larger
purposes and possibilities which can be realized through contact with the
Universal Mind. When this occurs, the individual’s mental aspirations can
be fulfilled. The larger group resources can solve problems which are
of concern to all but beyond the coping ability of one individual. Also
indicated are a universality in the native’s responsiveness to new ideas
and innovations, a creative link with the Universal Mind, and open-
ness to new experience as revealed by Uranus.

The Eleventh House, then, deals with friendships and humanitarian en-
deavors and makes possible freedom of mental expression for the in-
dividual. Personal self-expression in the Fifth House is concerned
primarily with emotional self-gratification; its primary concern, directly
or indirectly, is with the sex drive. Creative group expression in the
Eleventh House takes place on a higher mental and intuitive level. It is
freer of emotional attachment and offers the individual more real liberty.

The Eleventh House is more impersonal because the highly mental
Mercury, Saturn, and Uranus principles associated with it through
Aquarius are concerned with impersonal truth rather than vindication of
the individual ego. If the Eleventh House matters dealt with are of real
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importance to humanity, they give the native a feeling of significance and
fulfillment.

The Twelfth House

(SICN: PISCES; CO-RULERS: NEPTUNE AND JUPITER; VENUS EXALTED)

The Twelfth House deals with the native’s psychological health in rela-
tion to others, as well as the health and growth of society as a whole (as
opposed to individual health and service, revealed in the Sixth House).
The Twelfth House and the factors affecting it in the native’s horoscope
show a great deal about the native’s characteristic emotional responses
and habit patterns. The Twelfth House rules the subconscious mind—
the accumulation of unconscious memories and emotional experiences
and attitudes. The special pitfall of the Twelfth House is the possibility of
emotional blocks, addiction to unconscious habit patterns, and automatic
responses that may not be suitable to a given situation. (These patterns
are based on irrational, unconscious, pleasure-seeking or pain-avoiding
responses.) The backlog of past emotional experience can lead to self-
pity and excuse-making, rather than attending to the duty of living in the
present time and facing reality. This tendency to escape into the past is
another Twelfth House pitfall and can result in an illusionary existence.
Often the native’s mental world and perception of reality do not corre-
spond to physical reality (a common definition of mental illness or in-
sanity ). The Twelfth House reveals that department of life in which
individuals are most likely to deceive themselves.

On the other hand, the influence of the Twelfth House can lead to
great wisdom and depth of understanding. Since the planets associated
with Pisces are all closely connected with the emotional love principle,
and since the highest expression of the love principle is the empathy in-
dicated through Venus's exaltation in Pisces, out of this sympathetic
understanding is born the generosity toward the less fortunate indicated
by Jupiter’s position.

The Twelfth House can be the channel of mystical inspiration. Natives
are receptive to higher states of consciousness and the wisdom received
from these states by means of the image-making capacity of the mind
(ruled by Neptune). This possibility of contacting the richness of the
deeper levels of imagery favors artistic creativity, often associated with
the Twelfth House.
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On a more mundane level, the Twelfth House has to do with hospitals,
mental institutions, religious retreats, and places of solitude, whejre the
working out of karmic problems can be achieved and contact with the
inner realms of being is possible.

The Twelfth House, ruling the unconscious memory, is the house most
closely associated with karma. It contains the memory of all our past
deed; and misdeeds and links us with all that has a similar rate of vibra-
tion, whether or not we are consciously aware of it. It rules secret enemies,
becz;use of the unconscious memory patterns and unconscious telepathy
with people whom we have harmed in the past or those by whom we
have been harmed.

The individual can overcome the limitations of the Twelfth House only
bv consciously facing the restrictions imposed on him by his karma. We
cz’m only tune in to those states of consciousness and circumstances whose
seed lit.;s within us. Thus, we are our own jailers. Only by consciously
facing and accepting these conditions and correcting them in ourselves
will we pass bevond the limitations of the Twelfth Hot.Jse.

The task of the Twelfth House is to make conscious the contents of
the unconscious mind so the individual can draw upon deepef levels ?f
inspiration and clairvovant visualization and channelship, learning to qls-
criminate between those unconscious impulses which are constructive

and those which are not.



CHAPTER B

Planets in the Signs and Houses

The relationship between planets, signs and the houses of the horo-
scope can be described in terms of a play. The planets represent the
actors., indicating the major psychological drives in a person’s makeu
tI‘he sign in which a planet is placed indicates the role the actor is laP:
ing: the approach or mode of expression he uses to obtain his objecfive);
The house in which a planet is placed, regardless of the sign depicts thc;
stage or setting in which the activity takes place. It indicat)es what de-
Rartment of life is affected. The aspects between the planets are indica-
tive of the harmonious or inharmonious interaction, the type of activity it
produces, and where the effects of this activity will be ;elt. The as (;CtS
are the plot of the play, showing how the characters interact withpone
another and the results of this interaction.

VSince the sign positions of the planets show the manner of expression
of a person’s primary psychological drives, we shall deal with them first

with respect to each planet, and then go on to describe, respectivelv, the
planets in the houses. g

Sun in the Signs

For the basic Sun drives, read Chapter 3, “Sun Sign Potentials.”

Sunin the Houses

The Sun in the houses represents the departments of life most strongl
affected by the expression of individual power potential. It shows hg\z
and where individuals will make their mark through their creative ex-
pression and the application of their will.
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Sunin the First House

The Sun in the First House, especially it it is conjunct the Ascendant,
indicates a strong will, abundant vitality, and intense self-awareness. This
position carries with it great initiative and powers of leadership. People
with this position are not easily swayed by the opinions or desires of
others; they manifest a strong determination to choose their own course
in life. They have a clear view of what they want and are extremely in-
dividualistic. They have abundant energy and strong recuperative powers
that help them overcome physical ailments and afflictions of every nature.

Their energy makes them ambitious for success, and thev will work
long and hard to achieve personal distinction and esteem in the eyes of
the world. It is a paramount necessity for them to feel that they are per-
sons of importance and distinction.

If the Sun is afflicted in the First House, there can be excessive pride,
egotism, compulsiveness, false ambition, and the desire to rule others.

Sun in the Second House

The Sun in the Second House indicates natives who must learn the les-
son of stewardship in the correct use of material resources. This will be
in relation to the affairs ruled by the sign the Sun is in. They must learn
to use money and property constructively, in ways beneficial to life, and
not merely for their personal satisfaction.

The sign position gives an important clue to the way the person will
acquire and utilize wealth. For instance, if the Sun is in Gemini in the
Second House, the native is likely to earn money and spend it through
intellectual pursuits; if the Sun is in Leo in the Second House, the native
might earn money in a managerial capacity and spend it in pursuit of
theater arts and romantic or social endeavors. In any event these natives
will want to earn money since they have a strong will to attain financial
independence.

If the Sun is aflicted in the Second House, the natives may believe
they can achieve prestige merely through wealth. They also tend to im-
pose their will on others for purposes of material self-aggrandizement.
In addition, they may squander money on expensive luxuries for purposes
of display and ego gratification.
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Sun in the Third House

The Sun in the Third House shows a strong drive to achieve distinc-
tion through intellectual brilliance and mental accomplishments. This
produces a scientific bent with an urge to attain knowledge and to under-
stand thoroughly the inner workings of life’s processes. Because of their
curiosity these natives are eager to investigate new things, especially in
regard to matters ruled by the sign in which the Sun is placed. ’

These natives also have a desire to travel and explore all the possi-
bilities in the area in which they function. Brothers, sisters, and neigh-

bors usufilly play a major part in their lives. The ability to express and
communicate their ideas is important to them.

If the Sun is afflicted in the Third House, there can be intellectual ar-
rogance and snobbery, and a tendency to force ideas on others.

Sun in the Fourth House

This position of the Sun indicates a strong interest in establishing a
secure home and family. Natives with this Sun position are proud of their
family heritage and may have an aristocratic outlook. Thev desire to make
the home a showpiece of art, beauty, and opulence. The extent to which
this is done, of course, and the manner of its doing, will depend on the
native’s wealth and social class.

The first part of life is generally an uphill struggle, with increasing
prosperity and security toward the end of life.

Those with the Sun in the Fourth House often manifest a strong in-
terest in land, houses, ecology, and natural resources.

If the Sun is afflicted in the Fourth House, there mav be excessive
family pride, inability to get along with the parents, and a tendency to
want to dominate the domestic scene. In fact, as a rule natives with this

position wish to be heads of their families or have some property that
they can manage. i

Sun in the Fifth House

This position of the Sun gives a love of life and a powerful will toward
creative self-expression. The natives seek pleasure and want to be noticed
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and apreciated. They are highly competitive, with an inclination toward
sports, music, theater, and other artistic pursuits. They project them-
selves in the most dramatic way possible, searching for pleasure and
romance with others. They have sunny, happy dispositions and attract
many friends. However, at times they seem to be naively childish and
egocentric. Less-developed types may lack maturity and subtlety. Their
behavior may be blatant and overly theatrical, like that of a prima donna.

These natives often take large risks because of their almost blind self-
confidence. They love children and are actively interested in their de-
velopment and education. However, if the Sun is in one of the fire signs—
Aries, Leo, or Sagittarius——they may have few children of their own, or
none at all.

Natives with this Sun position are ardent lovers; when they are in-
volved in a love affair, it can be all-consuming. Nonetheless, they are
capable of being loyal to one person in their love expression; but if the
Sun happens to be in Taurus or Scorpio, there can be possessiveness and

jealousy.

Sun in the Sixth House

This position of the Sun gives delicate health, requiring proper atten-
tion to dietary habits. Recuperation after illness may be lengthy.

Those having the Sun in the Sixth House seek distinction through their
work and service. They are usually excellent workers because they take
pride in their work. However, they demand outward gestures of appre-
ciation, and if these are not forthcoming, they will be ill-disposed toward
their employers and fellow employees and are likely to change jobs.
Employers with this position of the Sun can be demanding and authori-
tarian toward their employees; employees with this position will demand
many rights and privileges and will expect to be noticed and appreciated
as equals,

If the Sun is well aspected in the Sixth House, the person intuitively
knows how to care for his health and may be interested in a career related
to health, such as nursing, pharmacology, or medical practice. There will
be no difficulty in obtaining well-paid positions. If the Sun is afflicted,
the reverse will be true, with long periods of unemployment. The self-
esteem and dignity of these natives is closely linked to their work and

the services they render.
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Sun in the Seventh House

Those with a Seventh House Sun express their power potential through
close personal relationships. If the Sun is well aspected they will attract
strong, capable, and close loyal friends. Marriage is of paramount im-
portance in their lives, and if the Sun is well aspected they will attract
strong, loyal mates with enduring affection. If the Sun is afflicted, there
may be danger of domination, either by the native or by his partner; the
native may tend to force his will on others. In such a case this position of
the Sun demands that the native learn to cooperate and to respect the in-
dividual self-expression of others.

If the Sun is not afflicted, there can be increasing success in life after
marriage. This position favors popularity, dealings with superiors, and a
self-confident manner. Persons with this Sun position are especially adept
at public relations and can become good salesmen or promoters. '

Sun in the Eighth House

The position of the Sun in the Eighth House can mean an interest in the
deeper mysteries of life, such as death and the survival of consciousness
after death. This may not always be evident in the early years but be-
comes more significant later in life.

There is an interest in self-improvement through the application of the
will. The natives need to experience directly a deep level of spiritual
reality that transcends outer material circumstances, rooting them in an
awareness of the Eternal One God principle, which is the substratum of
all manifested existence. Once this consciousness is realized, the natives
become fearless in the knowledge that, as long as they adhere to principles
of justice, nothing can harm their fundamental being.

The lessons that go with the Sun in the Eighth House are likely to be
severe, because the realizations that must be gained are of a fundamental
character. Much is required, but much can be gained with this position.
Life may be a battlefield, but permeating the strife is the spirit depicted
in the 23rd Psalm: “Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow
of death, I will fear no evil.” This will of course be more manifest in
highly evolved types. In mundane affairs there will be concern with
taxes, insurance, the goods of the dead, and corporate and business
partners’ finances.
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If the Eighth House Sun is well aspected, it may indicate legacies or
inheritances. However, if the Sun is afflicted, there may be trouble or
litigation over these matters. In the case of divorce, it can indicate alimony
settlements unfavorable to the natives. In a woman’s horoscope it might
mean that the husband will squander the resources of the family. There
may also be a tendency to use unscrupulous means or have a “rule or
ruin” attitude toward life.

The Sun in the Eighth House sometimes brings recognition after death,
although in life the native’s genius goes begging,

Sun in the Ninth House

This Sun position indicates a dynamic interest in spiritual and religious
pursuits, expressed actively in the realms of higher education, religion,
law, and philosophy. The intuitive mind is ordinarily highly developed,
with frequent flashes of inspiration that help to solve problems, and
visions of the future that border on prophecy.

There is an interest in foreign affairs and distant places and their
cultures, art forms, and traditions. Often the natives are attracted to
foreign travel; however, if the Sun is in one of the fixed signs—Leo,
Scorpio, Taurus, or Aquarius—there may be an inclination to stay in one
locale, unless travel is necessary for compelling reasons. If Leo is on the
Fourth House cusp, natives can reside in a place far from their childhood
homes.

The degree to which the spiritual life is expressed will depend upon the
overall tenor of the chart. However, on some level there will be strong
moral convictions by which the natives guide their lives, though these
convictions may be narrow-minded and bigoted. Natives often desire to
be authorities in some aspect of religion, education, law, or philosophy.
As a rule, they are interested in the larger social order and the laws and
traditions governing it.

If the Sun is afflicted in the Ninth House, the natives may seek to
impose their religious or moral views on others. They can have eccentric
religious beliefs, difficulties in higher education, and problems in foreign
countries or with foreigners. They can also have a condescending, moral-
istic attitude toward others, which at times may be combined with

hypocrisy.
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Sun in the Tenth House

This Sun position generally indicates persons who are ambitious to
attain positions of responsibility, power, and authority. Many politicians
have the Sun in the Tenth House or related to the Tenth House. Individ-
uals with this position are dignified and display a strong will to succeed.
They desire honor and recognition, to which end they will work hard to
acquire the necessary knowledge and skills. They generally possess strong
managerial abilities.

These individuals are often born into families of high social standing
or respect; thus they possess a strong moral sense and abhor anything
demeaning to their dignity and moral respectability. They feel required
to set a good example for others. The word nobility befits them.

If the Sun is afflicted in this house, there can be dictatorial attitudes,
excessive love of power, and a tendency to use unscrupulous means to
achieve power and position. There can be reversals, fall from high
position, and public disgrace if the Sun is badly afHlicted—especially if
Saturn afflicts the Sun.

Sunin the Eleventh House

This Sun position gives an interest in friendships and group activities.
There is an interest in occult subjects, scientific endeavors, and inven-
tions. If the Sun is well aspected, there will be many friends and the
natives will be held in high esteem. They will be helped by friends with
power and influence. Often there is a strong drive to gain recognition
through mental achievements and inventions, generally accomplished
with the aid of friends singly or in group activity. This Sun position often
gives the ambition for group leadership.

The position gives strong humanitarian feelings and a sense of brother-
hood, with respect for universal human dignity. The natives like to see
things in terms of universal laws that apply impartially to all. They avoid
bias and favoritism.

If the Sun is afflicted in the Eleventh House, there can be a tendency
to dominate friends and acquaintances, sometimes for selfish purposes.
By the same token, natives can be used, let down, or led astray by their
friends, usually because of the ulterior motives the natives themselves
possess, which ultimately backfire, for Saturn, a karmic planet, rules this
house.
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Sun in the Twelfth House

This position of the Sun indicates an individual who is somewhat
retiring. His will is directed toward exploring the resources of his own
unconscious. If he displays leadership, it will be behind the scenes. These
natives can be lonely and estranged from normal human contacts. Psy-
chology and psychic research interest them. They may find self-expression
through work in large institutions such as hospitals, asylums, or places of
spiritual and physical retreat. Service to others can provide them with
recognition and fulfillment.

If the Sun is afflicted in the Twelfth House, there can be neurotic
tendencies and excessive shyness. There can also be a desire to control
others through secret means. There can be mediumistic inclinations
stemming from unconscious egotism and desire for power and recogni-
tion. The native can have powerful secret enemies and may unconsciously
be his own worst enemy.

Moon in the Signs

The Moon in the signs of the Zodiac indicates the person’s type of
immediate emotional response to life’s situations. The Moon position
also shows the kind of attitudes that were instilled in the individual by
the family, in childhood. It shows in what manner early experiences have
colored the emotional outlook. It determines how the person is likely to
react to external influences and the actions of others. It is important in
determining how the person conducts his home life and the type of
relationship he has with his mother and with women in general. It can
indicate how the person responds to the public at large. It suggests atti-
tudes in everyday affairs, domestic ones. The Moon position is also an
indicator of eating habits and food preferences.

Moonin Aries

The Moon in the sign Aries inclines natives toward volatile, emotionally
impulsive natures. People with this Moon position often behave in pre-
cipitous ways without due consideration to the consequences of their
actions. They can have sudden flare-ups of temper, but these are tem-
porary and are soon forgotten.
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People with this Moon position are very independent, insisting on
following their own paths of action, right or wrong, and they will not
tolerate interference from others. They can have a tendency to dominate
others emotionally. They are prone to take the reaction of others per-
sonally.

Moon in Taurus

The Moon in the sign Taurus indicates a need for financial and
material security in order to attain emotional well-being. The Moon in
Taurus is very strong because it is in the sign of its exaltation. The
emotions tend to be steady and placid. There is a great deal of common
sense in handling financial and domestic affairs. This is also the “green
thumb” position. The position demands stimulation from other people to
launch new projects, but once projects are begun there is steadfastness,
and the persistence to see matters through to their end. New endeavors
are usually not started until old ones have been completed.

This position of the Moon attracts wealth and the good things of life.
As a rule, natives are fond of good food and seek material comforts. A
stable domestic situation is important to their emotional security.

If the Moon is afflicted in Taurus, there can be unwillingness to change
established emotional attitudes. Often this affliction can indicate a ten-
dency to laziness and an excess attachment to material comforts.

Moon in Gemini

The Moon in the sign Gemini indicates an emotional nature that is
likely to be vacillating, although quick-wittedness and resourcefulness
are also present.

Persons with the Moon in Gemini tend to talk incessantly, sometimes to
the point of annoying others; they are the type of person who never gets
off the phone. They are inclined to rationalize their emotions, so that
sometimes they do not know what they really feel. There is a great deal
of restlessness, with frequent changes of residence and many short
journeys. These people are often nervous and fidgety.

With this position there is a tendency to spread oneself too thin, to
become excited momentarily by many ideas without being able to follow
through on them. If the Moon is well aspected and other factors in the
chart indicate practical ability, there can be resourcefulness in thinking
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up solutions to practical and domestic problems. If the chart is favorable,
this Moon position can subject the emotions to rational analysis. However,
if the Moon is afflicted, the emotions can distort reason. Heavy afflictions
to this Moon position indicate excessive vacillation, superficiality, and
confusion.

Moon in Cancer

The Moon in Cancer is in the sign of its rulership, indicating depth and
intensity of the emotions. There can be strong ties to the mother, the
family, and the home. Natives with this configuration may be good
cooks and homemakers and concerned parents. Domestic security and
marriage are important for their emotional well-being.

Individuals with the Moon in Cancer have a sensitivity to the moods
and feelings of others that can border on the psychic; their extreme sen-
sitivity to others” opinions and reactions may lead them to imagine slights,
even when not intended. Consequently, they are inclined to withdraw
and brood.

If the Moon is afflicted in Cancer, there may well be excessive emotional
instability and a tendency to smother the children with love, to the point
of wanting to dominate their lives.

Moonin Leo

The Moon in the sign Leo indicates an emotionally proud individual
with a flair for dramatics who will often seek the spotlight. There is an
unconscious need to be admired and appreciated. These people need
romance and affection. They are fond of children, parties, art, sports,
and entertainment in all forms. Because they may be self-centered, they
can incline to stubbornness. Sometimes they act like prima donnas, out
of the need to dramatize their feelings. There is a tendency to dominate
others, especially those within the domestic scene. Their susceptibility
to flattery sometimes appears as childish self-importance.

The tendency to self-dramatization would be unbearable if these people
were not sincere in their efforts at self-improvement. Their need to love
and be loved is a healthy emotional drive and makes for a sunny dis-
position and constructive expression in most cases. Persons with this
Moon position want their children to be well groomed and their homes
to be showplaces of beauty and art.
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Moon in Virgo

The Moon in the sign Virgo indicates an exacting, hardworking, prac-
tical nature. There is great regard for neatness and cleanliness in per-
sonal hygiene and housekeeping. These people are particular about food
and diet and concerned about health. They are good cooks, but health is
as important to them as taste.

Natives with the Moon in this sign are usually shy and retiring, pre-
terring to work quietly behind the scenes. They pay attention to detail;
they wish to serve. They do not ask personal questions unless necessary;
they are curious, but in relation only to their work or practical affairs.

If the Moon is afflicted in this sign, there can be excessive preoccupa-
tion with inconsequential detail and a carping and critical attitude.
Perfectionism about detail can blind these people to larger issues.

Moonin Libra

The Moon in Libra indicates a strong sensitivity to the attitudes and
reactions of others, especially marriage partners and close working part-
ners. Persons with this position of the Moon find vulgarity displeasing.
They are easily upset by inharmonious relationships, which have an ad-
verse effect on their health. There is charm and elegance in théir personal
appearance and mannerisms. Their homes are generally places of beauty
and often are gathering places for social activities. These people are
courteous, gracious, and kind to everyone—because their emotional well-
being depends upon the approval of others. On the negative side, there
is a tendency to be easily influenced without due consideration for the
value of the action or attitude that is adopted.

This Moon position can give ability in public relations. It also gives
a partnership link to the parents, especially the mother. If the Moon is
afflicted in Libra, dependence on others for emotional security may be
indicated.

Moon in Scorpio

The Moon in the sign Scorpio indicates strong, biased emotions based
on willful desire. This is not considered a favorable position for the Moon,
because here it is in the sign of its fall.
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There is a tendency to take personal affairs very seriously, which
sometimes leads to possessiveness and extreme jealousy in some cases.
When it is carried to extremes the natives can hold grudges and plan
to take revenge at an opportune time; in any event, they do not easily
forget personal affronts. The inclination toward brooding and revenge is
a serious character defect that can go with this Moon position, and it
should be avoided at all costs. These individuals sometimes desire to
restructure the family and domestic situations. They may want to domi-
nate others through subtle means. They can also be very stubborn, on
account of emotional attachment to their own desires. However, if clear
direction and right motivation are present, they find no sacrifice too great
to achieve a worthwhile objective. They have definite motives for all their
actions, though these drives may not always be apparent.

Moon in Sagittarius

The Moon in the sign Sagittarius indicates a lofty, idealistic emotional
nature. Natives aspire to high goals but may lack a realistic sense of life.
There can be strong attachment to traditional religious or philosophic
beliefs instilled by parents in early upbringing. These people are fond
of travel, move swiftly, and often take up residence in foreign countries
or places far removed from the place of birth.

If the Moon is afflicted in Sagittarius, there can be narrow-minded
sectarian views, combined with arrogance and an egotistical, holier-than-
thou attitude. Natives also tend to identify with particular social values
for personal, unconsciously motivated, emotional reasons and thus lack
objectivity in their view of social issues. However, on the good side, they
are optimistic and cheerful.

Moon in Capricorn

The Moon in the sign Capricorn indicates a reserved and cautious
nature inclined to be cold and austere. Natives with this position take
life seriously and identify emotionally with material rather than spiritual
values. This is not a favorable Moon position because the Moon is in its
detriment in Capricorn.

The Capricorn Moon produces ambitious, hard workers, but their
ambitions have a personal bias, slanted toward status and financial
security. Their active seeking of money and power, as well as status for
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themselves and their families, may lead to selfish vested interests when
they hold positions of larger social responsibility. These people, often
shy and insecure about their own worth, can be oversensitive to real or
fancied slights. They seek to justify themselves by personal dignity and
the ambition to succeed.

If the Moon is afflicted in Capricorn, there can be calculating ten-
dencies to achieve power at any cost, without respect for the feelings
of others.

Moon in Aquarius

The Moon in the sign Aquarius indicates a capacity to sympathize with
the needs of humanity. Occasionally there are flashes of intuitive knowl-
edge. Persons with this position are friendly to all, in an impersonal way.
They seek freedom of emotional expression and demand freedom to
come and go as they please within the domestic situation; thus, they are
likely to have unusual family relationships. Their homes are gathering
places for friends and group activities. The negative aspect of this posi-
tion can give a tendency to emotional perversity and stubbornness, or an
irrational need for freedom at all costs. There can also be fear of personal
emotional involvements because of the threat they pose to personal
freedom.

Moon in Pisces

The Moon in the sign Pisces indicates a supersensitive emotional nature
which acts like a psychic sponge, soaking up the thoughts and emotions
of others. This extreme impressionability on the unconscious level makes
the person feel psychologically vulnerable, with the result that he with-
draws into seclusion to protect himself emotionally. There are strong
psychic and mediumistic tendencies, but without consideration of other
factors in the chart there can be no guarantee that impressions received
are reliable. People with this position have a vivid imagination which
can result in poetic, musical, or artistic output. They are generally kind
and sympathetic because of their sensitivity to the feelings of others.
However, they can be easily hurt and may develop a persecution complex.
If the Moon is afflicted in Pisces, there can be neurotic or psychotic ten-
dencies and irrational dominance by the unconscious mind. In some cases
excessive shyness is indicated.
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Moon in the Houses

The Moon in the houses indicates the areas of daily activity through
which a person’s feelings are manifested. It is related to that part of
the experiential network that is influenced by the unconscious habits of
the past, since the placement of the Moon indicates the department of
life in which a person reacts unconsciously both to environmental stimuli
and to other people. The house position of the Moon also gives important
clues to the type of activity that occurs on the domestic scene.

Moon in the First House

This position of the Moon indicates persons whose self-awareness and
expression are strongly colored by their emotions, early childhood condi-
tioning, and family affairs. Their personal identity tends to be unduly
influenced by other people. Changeable and moody in their expressions
and their responses to the environment, they lack long-range direction
and purpose. Because of their impressionability, they may be psychic and
mediumistic. Other people are likely to become involved in their personal
affairs. They have an emotional need for personal recognition, which
leads them to seek the approbation of others. Consequently, they are
susceptible to being used.

This position gives natives a strong personal involvement with the
mother. They often have round or full faces and a fondness for food
which in some cases makes them corpulent.

Moon in the Second House

This Moon position has some of the qualities of the Moon's exaltation
in Taurus. It indicates a strong need for monetary security in order to
make possible a stable home and family situation. The natives’ emotional
well-being in general is dependent on material comfort. They have good
business ability, especially in matters dealing with food, home, and real
estate. Their ability to hold on to money will depend largely on the
Moon’s sign position and aspects. If the Moon is in a fixed sign or earth
sign, prospects will be favorable in this respect.
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Moon in the Third House

This position of the Moon indicates that the native’s thought and
speech will probably be influenced by emotional factors unconsciously
arising from family affairs and early childhood conditioning. The natives
often become emotionally involved—in some cases their reason may be
distorted by emotional biases—and they identify with the ideas of others.
They are prone to daydreaming and fantasy, so that their thinking is
strongly influenced by their imagination. Also, their thoughts and speech
may be preoccupied by trivial matters.

People with the Moon in the Third House have an incessent curiosity,
tire easily of monotonous routine, and are constantly moving about. There
is much activity with brothers and sisters; neighbors are regarded as part
of the family.

Moon in the Fourth House

This position of the Moon is strong, and because of the relationship
of this house to the sign Cancer, the Moon is accidentally dignified here.
Since there is emotional identification with the home and family, people
with this position cannot be happy without a meaningful home life.
Family relationships will affect their whole emotional outlook. Parents,
especially the mother, strongly influence them. As a rule, this position
makes the natives fond of cooking and housekeeping; it is especially
favorable in & woman’s horoscope. In business they can excel in activities
related to food, real estate, and products used in the home.

If the Moon is afflicted in this house, there can be a lack of harmony
and many changes of residence. If the horoscope is favorable, financial
prospects can be better in the second half of life.

Moon in the Fifth House

This position of the Moon indicates that the natives’ romantic attrac-
tions and pleasures will be heavily influenced by the imagination and
emotional needs. Affections may be changeable because of emotional
instability. There can also be emotional dependency on the romantic
partner. The family may interfere in romantic affairs, especially if the
Moon is afflicted. The Moon in this house indicates fertility and the
bearing of many children, especially if it is placed in a water sign.
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Persons with this position are often very fond of babies and children.
If the Moon is afflicted in this house, emotional impulsiveness can
lead to speculation through gambling or stock market activities.

Moon in the Sixth House

This position of the Moon inclines the native to a fluctuating state of
health strongly influenced by the emotions. In some cases hypochondria
or psychosomatic illness results. The emotional state will affect the
cfficiency of the native’s work and the degree of harmony he maintains
with his employer and fellow employees. Employers with the Moon
afflicted in this house will find it difficult to retain stable employees; and
workers with this Moon position are likely to change their jobs often
unless the Moon is in a fixed sign. Since the diet will be a major determin-
ing factor in the state of health, it is important that these people learn
correct dietary habits. They can be skillful in food preparation; thus this
position is favorable for employment in restaurants and markets.

There can be a fondness for pets and small animals.

Moon in the Seventh House

This position of the Moon indicates a tendency to marry for emotional
and domestic security. The family can influence the marriage, since this
position makes one emotionally sensitive to others. These natives seek
emotional fulfillment through relationships and are much influenced by
them. Frequently they seek a mother or father figure in the marriage
partner. There can be many dealings with the public in the realm of
business.

Moon in the Eighth House

This position of the Moon often gives intense emotional reactions and
a strong psychic sensitivity to unseen forces. There can be an interest in
spiritualism because of the desire to contact family members who have
passed on.

The natives are usually concerned with inheritance, insurance, and
property taxes. Financial affairs will be affected for better or worse
through marriage and partnerships.

In this position the Moon is in its accidental fall; emotional desires,
therefore, may lead to sensuality if the Moon is afflicted, because the
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Eighth House is ruled by Pluto and related to the sign Scorpio, which
rules the sex organs. Pluto is exalted in Leo, the Fifth House sign of
pleasure and romantic involvements. The Eighth House also relates to
Mars, the planet of desire.

Moon in the Ninth House

This position of the Moon indicates a deep emotional attachment to
religious, social, and ethical values instilled in early childhood. The
Ninth House is ruled by the planet Jupiter, which is exalted in Cancer,
the sign ruled by the Moon; consequently, as with Jupiter in Cancer,
the Moon in Sagittarius or the Ninth House gives a strong recognition of
the need for spiritual and moral values in the family and domestic life.

The Moon in this house can limit the scope or depth of spiritual under-
standing, through emotional bias and identification with parental atti-
tudes and experiences. If the native changes his religion, parental censure
often follows. If the Moon is afflicted, a narrow, dogmatic social and
religious outlook can result. Unless other factors in the horoscope counter-
act it, the native's convictions are based largely on feeling rather than
reason; but since the Moon deals with imagination in this house of the
higher mind, there can be inspired intuitive promptings.

These people are fond of travel and may well take up residence in
locations far from the place of birth. Thev have a tendency to learn
unconsciously or by osmosis.

Moon in the Tenth House

This position of the Moon indicates a need to achieve prominence
and recognition. The natives often come from families with high stand-
ing in the community, and their parents are generally ambitious on their
behalf; the mother especially is likelv to be a dominant influence. Their
careers tend to be furthered through the influence of women. This house
position will bring its natives prominently before the public and, if the
Moon is well aspected, is a good position for those interested in politics.

Moon in the Eleventh House

The Moon in this house gives a powerful emotional need for friend-
ships and group activities. There can be many acquaintances, but not
necessarily of a lasting or meaningful nature.
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The natives’ hopes, objectives, and motivations fluctuate with their
moods. They can have numerous friendships with women. Their homes
are often used as places for group activity. Many friendships are made
through family associations.

The emotional state is influenced by the opinions and reactions of
friends. These people do not like to be alone; they need companionship
for their emotional well-being. However, at times they have to be alone
to stabilize their feelings.

Moon in the Twelfth House

This position of the Moon indicates that the moods and emotional
responses are strongly affected by the unconscious and by past experi-
ences. Psychic and intuitive leanings can be manifest. Extreme emotional
sensitivity combined with reluctance to communicate feelings can result
in shyness and easily hurt feelings. If the Moon is afflicted, there can be
neurotic tendencies and loneliness; if heavily afflicted, institutionalization
and confinement because of mental illness. Hypnosis can be a danger
with this Moon position. If the Moon rules the Fifth, Seventh, or Eighth
houses or strongly aspects Venus or the ruler of the Fifth House, there
may be secret love affairs.

Mercury in the Signs

Mercury in a sign of the Zodiac indicates the ways in which the char-
acteristics of the sign influence thinking and the ability to communicate.
It gives important clues to the kinds of concerns that occupy the mind
of the individual.

Mercury, ruler of the thinking process, is the focusing lens through
which all creative powers of the individual are directed. The sign position
of Mercury is crucial because it reveals the type of psychological set
determining a person’s ability to make decisions and convey his ideas to
others. i

The sign position of Mercury tells a great deal about what information
and facts a person notices and regards as important and what he chooses
to ignore. For example, the thinking of Mercury in Taurus is strongly
influenced by the financial significance or usefulness of particular ideas.
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Mercury in Aries

Mercury placed in the sign Aries indicates a way of thinking that is
inclined to be decisive and competitive. The natives are fond of debate
and argument. They often have the ability to think rapidly and may pro-
duce many original ideas. However, they can be impulsive when making
decisions and see things from too personal a point of view. If carried
too far, this tendency can result in intellectual egotism and headstrong
attitudes.

These people are impatient with opposition and delays; consequently,
they will often act just to make a decision, to avoid being subjected to
lengthy, frustrating decision-making processes. But their impulsiveness
means they do not always follow through on ideas they initiate, unless a
fixed sign emphasized in the horoscope indicates otherwise.

If Mercury is afflicted in this sign, there can be irritability and a quick
temper.

Mercury in Taurus

Mercury placed in the sign Taurus indicates natives whose thinking
and decision-making are determined by whatever has a practical, material,
and financial application. Although perhaps lacking in brilliance or origi-
nality, they possess much in the way of practical common sense. Hence
they have shrewd business minds and a natural bent for management.
They are slow to form opinions, but once they do they are reluctant to
change. Similarly, they dislike argument and disharmony and will fight
only to protect their security and financial interests.

The ability of these natives to consider only things that are of practical
concern to them gives them great powers of concentration, such that
they can ignore extraneous disturbances as if thev did not exist. They do
not perceive that with which they do not want to be bothered. If carried
too far, this attitude makes them blind to important matters that they
should recognize for their own good and explains much of their stubborn-
ness.

This position of Mercury can give mental ability in the arts. If Mercury
is strongly aspected, there can be talent in mathematics and physical
science, because of the Taurean-Venusian sense of form and structure
which is translated into mental understanding through Mercury. If
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Mercury is afflicted in this sign, there can be intellectual obstinacy,
opinionated views, materialism, and avarice.

Mercury in Gemini

Mercury placed in the sign Gemini is in the sign of its rulership. If
it is well aspected and strongly placed by house, pure, logical reasoning
can be carried to its highest expression. The Gemini Mercury is versatile,
unbiased, and impersonal in its ability to perceive truth because Mercury
in Gemini is more concerned with facts than with attitudes and personal
preferences. People with a well-developed Mercury in Gemini are capable
of deep scientific thought. They are generally well educated, knowledge-
able on many subjects, and able to communicate easily, rapidly, and
accurately in speech and writing. They usually have an excellent vocabu-
lary, which is one of the secrets of their eloquence and clarity of ex-
pression.

People with Mercury in Gemini have a highly sensitive nervous system
which makes it difficult for them to shut out external stimuli; all speech
and activity in their environment are registered with intensity and vivid-
ness in their awareness, and they are forced to deal with many thoughts
and impressions at once. This is the basis of their agile minds, which
have the capacity to register two impressions or think two thoughts al-
most simultaneously. However, if these people are subjected to complex,
busy environments for too long a time, their nerves become frazzled;
fatigue, confusion, and sometimes irritability may follow. Therefore, they
need periods of solitude to become quiet, meditate, and refocus their
minds.

People with this position of Mercury possess an intense curiosity; they
want to know about everything. But they run the risk of spreading them-
selves too thin and dividing their attention too often; they may lack the
continuity of purpose to complete the projects they undertake. When
this tendency is carried to extremes, it produces the typical “Jack of all
trades and master of none.” Because it is possible for these people to see
any situation from many points of view, they can experience difficulty in
making up their minds and may change their minds often, thereby con-
fusing others. In extreme cases they earn the reputation for being fickle.

Only Mercury in Aquarius can equal this position for mental originality.
The inventive minds of the natives are adept at finding new and surpris-
ing solutions for problems and emergency situations. These people need
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to be well educated in order to make the best use of their mental capac-
ities, This position is common among scientists, mathematicians, com-
puter experts, secretaries, writers, reporters, teachers, and lecturers.

If Mercury is heavily afflicted in Gemini, there can be incessant talk
about trivial matters which is an annoyance to others. The horoscope of
an undeveloped person may reveal a tendency to get sidetracked and
miss the main issue.

Mercury in Cancer

Mercury placed in the sign Cancer indicates a mind that is influenced
by deep-seated emotional patterns. Unconscious desires will cause the
person to look at some facts and ignore others, the results being bias and
prejudice and interference with objective thinking. At times, if Mercury
is badly afflicted, the natives may be untruthful without consciously
realizing it.

Mercury in this sign can indicate a good memory, because of the
emotional intensity that is associated with the thoughts. There is also a
tendency to absorb much information subliminally or to learn by osmosis.
In fact, much of the mental process occurs on an unconscious level, al-
though it is manifested as conscious intent. Since people with this Mercury
position are highly susceptible to the attitudes and opinions of those
around them, their thinking can be influenced by emotional appeals, such
as patriotism. They are very sensitive personally; they believe that what-
ever is done or spoken in their environment is especially directed toward
them.

Much of the thinking centers around the home and family. There is
considerable business ability in matters related to food, domestic and
consumer products, and real estate.

Mercury in Leo

Mercury in the sign Leo indicates a mind that has a strong will and a
fixed purpose. Natives with this position are capable of focused concen-
tration, because here Mercury is disposited by the Sun, which bestows
willpower and strength. They like to be regarded as authorities in their
chosen fields, and they are aided by a dramatic and forceful manner of
speech; but if carried too far, this inclination can produce excessive
mental pride and arrogance.

The mental self-confidence indicated by Mercury in Leo makes for
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positiveness in tackling and solving problems. However, there can be a
tendency to deal with things in large, general terms, thereby ignoring
details. There can also be a tendency to overlook things that do not
relate to the immediate focus of interest, Because Leo is a fixed sign,
opinions are formed slowly and changed with reluctance.

People with Mercury in Leo do possess continuity of planning and
purpose, which gives them executive ability. There is also ability in
teaching and working with the mental development of children.

The theater, investments, the stock market, education, and artistic
pursuits are likely to be areas of special interest. This Mercury position
may well combine travel for pleasure with travel for work.

Mercury in Virgo

Mercury in Virgo is in the sign of its rulership, a position indicating
an analytical mind with great practical reasoning ability. These natives
insist on minute precision and accuracy to a level that can appear trivial
to other people. They require orderly surroundings and efficient methods
and procedures, especially in their area of work. This is the best position
of Mercury for detailed scientific work and research.

These people achieve professional and financial success by acquiring
a good education and specialized skills. Interest and ability in grammar
can make them eloquent in speech and writing and proficient in lan-
guages. As a rule, they will insist on proper grammatical usage, spelling,
and punctuation and for this reason make excellent secretaries and cor-
respondents. Unlike Mercury in Gemini, which is concerned with ideas
for their own sake, Mercury in Virgo is interested primarily in ideas
having a practical application for financial success and status. The person
with this position is work oriented and consequently may be shy and
retiring, perferring not to waste time in idle conversation.

Medicine, diet, hygiene, mathematics, and precise detailed work of
all types attract the attention of these people. In contrast to Mercury in
Leo, however, they can lose sight of the main issues through overconcern
with details that assume undue importance.

Mercury in Libra

Mercury in the sign Libra indicates a mind that is primarily concerned
with human relations and psychology. The natives have an intense curios-
ity about the thinking and behavior patterns of others; they gravitate,
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therefore, to fields such as psychology, astrology, public relations, soci-
ology, and law. Good communication and happiness in relationships are
essential to them. They prefer to work in mental partnership with others,
and they are usually easy to communicate with because of their interest
in what others think. Their strong sense of justice generally makes them
honest in their communication. The Venus rulership of Libra seeks
harmony, and Saturn’s exaltation in Libra seeks justice, making the
Mercury Libra honest and balanced in all mental dealings. These people
like to consider all sides of an issue before making a decision, but if this
desire is used in the wrong way, it can lead to indecisiveness, and the
opportunity to act is lost. When decisions are reached, however, they
are generally just and well considered. If other factors in the horoscope
are favorable, this Mercury position is good for the legal professions,
counseling, arbitration, and other public relations work such as sales
and negotiating. But unless there are some planets in fixed signs or houses,
there can be impatience in these matters.

People with this Mercury position seek association with those who
possess refined minds, good manners, and honest reputations. Uncouth
manners and unfair motivations are distasteful and are avoided whenever
possible. These people are highly sensitive to the odors, personal appear-
ance, and mannerisms of others. They regard inappropriate dress and
coarse speech as social affronts. Gentle and considerate in communication,
they can be stern where principles are involved. They make the mistake
of expecting the same degree of mental discipline from others that they
require of themselves.

Because of Saturn’s exaltation in Libra the mind can be stern and
hardworking. In highly developed types this quality leads to profundity,
but superficial people with this Mercury position may appear to lack the
firmness of their convictions because they tend to agree with their com-
panions in order to gain popularity and acceptance.

Mercury in Scorpio

Mercury in the sign Scorpio gives an intuitive mind capable of pro-
found insights. The natives’ perceptiveness can lead to critical examina-
tion of human motivations; they see things accurately, but not necessarily
charitably. They may use sharp language, since they refuse to mince
words in order to spare the feelings of others. They prefer to say exactly
what they feel or else remain silent. They carry on many plans and en-
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deavors in secret and communicate only where communication serves
a definite purpose in terms of what they are trying to accomplish. How-
ever, since they can be swayed themselves by strong emotional factors,
they are more objective when not personally involved.

These people have determined minds and great resourcefulness, which
enables them to surmount obstacles that many would find impossible to
deal with. If Mercury is afflicted in Scorpio, there can be scheming,
plotting, and ulterior motives.

People with Mercury in this sign make good detectives, investigators,
and researchers. In highly developed types there is scientific ability arising
from their curiosity about the inner workings of the energy responsible
for objective manifestation. This leads to insight into the fundamental
processes of change.

If Mercury is afflicted in this sign, the mind can be preoccupied with sex.
These also can be a mistrust of others.

Mercury in Sagittarius

Mercury in the sign Sagittarius indicates a mind concerned with all
codifications of social thought, whether in the form of religion, philosophy,
law, or other studies related to higher education. Mercury in Sagittarius
is in the sign of its detriment and is manifested as a primary concern
with attitudes rather than facts. The result is often constructive, in giving
insight into social motivation and its subsequent events. However, natives
can lose sight of the truth if they do not pay enough attention to detailed
factual information, the basis of all logical thought. It must be remem-
bered that Sagittarius opposes Gemini and squares Virgo, the signs ruled
by Mercury.

People with this sign position can have prophetic insight because their
concern with attitudes enables them to understand what information
public opinion will regard as important. This leads to the unfolding of
mass destiny and karma. These people are direct in speech and will say
exactly what they think; they demand mental freedom, but their ideas
seldom depart far from traditional concepts or current social morality.
Hence, they are usually respected in the community. But if their social
conformity is carried too far, it can lead to hypocrisy, for their moral
standards may be no better than the lowest common denominator of the
socially accepted norm. They need to realize that an attitude is not
necessarily right merely because it is popular or prevailing.
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These natives desire to entrench themselves in public institutions of
higher leaming or social control, such as universities, churches, and
government. Their purpose is to achieve intellectual authority and
status, though the price may be conformity to corrupt, stagnant institu-
tions. They like to consider themselves paragons of truth, but whether
they are or not depends on how Mercury is aspected. They may tend to
moral sermonizing about the obvious, and they may become pedantic.

At times there is a preoccupation with distant goals and lofty ideals,
which can make the natives oblivious to what is under their noses. Nep-
tune’s co-rulership of Sagittarius can result in woolgathering tendencies.

Mercury in Capricorn

Mercury in the sign Capricorn indicates a mind that is ambitious,
shrewd, practical, organized, and concerned with attaining status through
material accomplishments. People with Mercury in Capricorn are capable
of extended concentration and good organization. They are methodical in
thought and procedure, possessing the ability to take things a step at a
time, and their reasoning process is thorough, but not necessarily original.
Their patience and discipline can result in mathematical ability, which
can be used in business or science. Mercury in this sign also gives good
managerial ability, and it belongs to many successful executives.

People with this sign position will go through traditional educational
procedures as a means of reaching professional goals and improving their
financial and social status. In political and social ideas they are generally
conservative and uphold the established order. They respect those beliefs
that have proved their usefulness through the test of time. Since Capri-
corn, like Virgo, is an earth sign, Mercury in this sign regards ideas as
important only if they are of practical value.

These people are realistic rather than idealistic in their approach to
their goals; thev see everything for what it is and are not to be deluded
or taken in by false idealism. Since they have a keen sense of awareness,
little of practical consequence escapes their notice. However, there is a
danger that their seriousness and mental discipline will lead to a stern
manner and a lack of humor.

If Mercury is afflicted in this sign, material ambition may lead to
avarice and the tendency to use people to attain material goals, without
regard for human values. Material status may become an end in itself,
overriding human values and all other considerations.
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Mercury in Aquarius

Mercury in the sign Aquarius indicates a mind that is open to new
experience. The ability to see things in the light of impersonal tru.th
gives a mind that is truthful, unbiased, and objective. To people with
this position the truth must come first; they have little concern for
traditional or socially acceptable ideas if these conflict with facts or ﬁrsf—
hand experience. Here is the secret of their originality. Because of t}%elr
impersonal objectivity these people are not easily surprised by anything
they may see or experience. Thus they can accept things others would
find unnerving or incomprehensible. -

Mercury in Aquarius is in its exaltation; consequently, these indlv.lduals
have the ability to know that reason exists as a patterning of the Universal
Mind, of which the individual mind is but a submechanism. Thus,
Mercury in Aquarius manifests its highest intuitive faculties through
communication with the larger Universal Mind, transcending the in-
dividual ego. The ability of the natives to experience extends beyond the
five physical senses. Because Aquarius is a fixed sign, the mental er?ergy
is stabilized and concentrated, so that it is capable of receiving ideas
from the archetypal realms of consciousness. Some have the ability to
perceive the mind itself as an energy field and its contents as enfargy
patterns. People with Mercury in Aquarius are likely to be telepa.thlc'.

The direct experience of higher states of energy also gives smentﬁc
insight into the workings of material manifestations. Natives see rea.hty
as it is on the microcosmic level—a pattern of energy pulses in motion.
Because Saturn co-rules Aquarius, there is good mental organization and
concentration, often leading to mathematical ability, which is one reason
why this position produces scientists. -

The ability to see things in broad terms promotes humanitarianism and
concern with the spiritual unfolding of humanity. This is an excellent
position for astrology and all forms of occult study. . ' .

People with this position of Mercury like to function in con.]unf:tlon
with others; hence they become involved with group and organizational
work. They seek mental stimulation through friendship.

Mercury in Pisces

Mercury in the sign Pisces indicates a vivid imagination and a photo-
graphic ability to visualize thoughts and memories. People with this posi-
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tion are highly intuitive and telepathic on the unconscious level; they
are, therefore, easily influenced in their thinking through subliminal sug-
gestion, as they tune in unconsciously to the thoughts and moods of those
around them. They arrive at conclusions not through logical reasoning
but rather on the basis of intuitive perceptions that float up from the
unconscious mind. They learn more by osmosis than through disciplined
study.

The mind can be biased by unconscious emotional patterns based on
past experiences, as is Mercury in Cancer. If Mercury is afflicted in Pisces,
the mind will be in danger of being trapped in memories, to the point
that the perception of present reality is distorted. This can lead to neu-
rotic conditions in extreme cases. Because of the extreme sensitivity and
imagination of Mercury in Pisces, poetic and artistic abilities are often
manifested. These people are svmpathetic; they can imagine how it is to
be in another person’s situation because they have been in similar situa-
tions themselves. At times their emotions are too easily played upon.

Pisces is a mutable sign, and fluctuating emotions can cause vacillation
in thinking, decision-making, and communication. There can also be a
tendency to daydream and woolgather. The fact that the natives like to
be secretive and keep their private thoughts to themselves can result
in shyness and seclusion.

Mercury afflicted in Pisces can mean a morbid imagination and a perse-
cution complex. The individual may be oversensitive and may sense
personal criticism even when it was not intended. He needs to become
more impersonal in his thinking and perception of reality; in this respect
this position is similar to Mercury in Cancer.

Mercury in the Houses

Mercury in the houses gives important information about the practical
affairs of life that occupy a person’s mind and communication, such as
speech and writing. It also shows what areas of activity will be influenced
by a person’s thoughts and communications.

Mercury’s house position shows the type of environment and activities
from which a person draws his ideas. For instance, if Mercury is in the
Second House, the individual may gain information through business and
financial dealings, whereas if Mercury is in the Seventh, he may learn
through marriage, partnerships, and communications with the public.
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Mercury in the First House

Mercury in the First House gives people an inquiring, intellectual out-
look on life; very little that happens in their environment escapes them.
Their actions and self-expression are based on logic and reasoning, and
they often have more than average intelligence. They are talkative and in-
clined to much writing because of their intense desire to express them-
selves verbally.

These people come and go a great deal, because Mercury is the natural
ruler of the Third House, while the First House indicates self-expression
through action. Mental initiative and willpower go with this positior.l,
so that natives are generally intellectually competitive, especially if
Mercury is in a fire sign.

People with Mercury in the First House make good writers, doctor:s,
scientists, researchers, scholars, librarians, and secretaries because of their
innate ability to express themselves and their high degree of intelligence.
The mental self-expression—-thought and communication and the degree
of intellectual awareness of one’s self—ordinarily relates to the affairs
ruled by the planet making the closest major aspect to Mercury.

Mercury in the Second House

Mercury in the Second House indicates a preoccupation with business
and monetary affairs. The value system is based on that which can pro-
duce concrete, practical results. There is business ability in writing, print-
ing, publishing, broadcasting, telephone interchange, teaching, and other
communications media. ‘

People with this position pursue education in order to improve their
earning power. They have original ideas for ways of making money, and
their financial affairs and moneymaking endeavors are always methodi-
cally planned. Many professional economists, business advisers, and cor-
porate planners have Mercury in the Second House. People who earn
their living as secretaries, accountants, librarians, telephone operators,
writers, and so forth, also may have this position of Mercury or some
connection with Mercury to the Second House, through sign rulership
or aspect. Business affairs are usually related to the planet that Mercury
aspects most closely, and there can be financial gain through this planet.
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Mercury in the Third House

Mercury in the Third House is accidentally dignified because the Third
House corresponds to the sign Gemini, which Mercury rules; therefore,
Mercury placed in this house tends to give superior intellectual ability
in general. There is ability and interest in communication of all sorts, ana
people with this position make good writers and speakers, with much
originality and mental agility. Short-distance traveling and frequent com-
munication with brothers, sisters, and neighbors are characteristic, and
a great deal of time is spent on the phone or in writing letters. These
people are adept at finding practical solutions to problems of all sorts.
They make good secretaries, telephone operators, reporters, scriptwriters
and editors. ’

If Mercury is afflicted in the Third House, there can be trouble due to
indiscreet speech and communication or false, incomplete, or erroneous
information. There can be difficulties through contracts, promises, and
agreements,

Mercury in the Fourth House

Mercury in the Fourth House indicates that much mental and educa-
tional activity will go on in the home. Those with this position often
have well-educated parents. They are inclined to investigate their family
trees and ancestral history.

The home is likely to be used as a place of work, because Mercury
rules Virgo and the Sixth House, which deals with work. People with
Mercury in the Fourth House often collect large home libraries and spend
much time with their families in intellectual pursuits. The home can
become a neighborhood communication center, and there is much talking
on the phone. These are the people who make a ritual of reading the
daily newspaper at the breakfast table.

Mercury in this house can indicate an interest in real estate, agriculture,
earth sciences—such as geology—and ecological and environmental prob-
lems; the native may be a writer on these subjects. People who have
changeable home conditions, move often, live in trailers, or in some way
pursue a nomadic life may well have Mercury in the Fourth House. If
Mercury is afflicted in the Fourth House, there can be intellectual dis-
putes and disagreements with other family members.
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Mercury in the Fifth House

Mercury in the Fifth House indicates an intellectual interest in many
artistic and creative endeavors. For this reason it can produce play-
wrights, art critics, and writers in general. Natives are attracted to the
forms of art that convey information or act as media of teaching or propa-
ganda. They have an ability to cxpress themselves in a dramatic and
forceful manner in speech and writing, and they wish to be admired for
their intellectual achievements. Games of mental competition such as
chess and cards attract their interest. Stock market analysts and investors
who have plotted the patterns of the market often have Mercury in this
house.

These people also tend to be concerned with and proud of their chil-
dren’s intellectual achievements. Since there is an interest in the edu-
cation of children, many primary grade teachers have Mercury placed
in this house. Romantic attraction is to intellectual types who are capable
of providing mental excitement and stimulation.

If Mercury is afflicted in the Fifth House, there can be unwise specula-
tion and intellectual conceit. Mercury afflicted in the Fifth House can
also give an analytic, critical outlook on romance.

Mercury in the Sixth House

Mercury in the Sixth House indicates people who acquire specialized
knowledge and skills applicable to the kind of work they do, such as their
profession. They are methodical and efficient in handling the details of
their work; they make it their business to keep up with the latest tech-
niques and research in their field. This is, therefore, a favorable position
for those involved in medicine, engineering, or science.

Mercury in the Sixth House is dignified because this house corresponds
to Virgo, which Mercury rules. Like Mercury placed in the Third House,
then, this position can indicate superior intellectual ability in general.

Mercury in this house indicates a concern with duty, personal hygiene,
and correct dress. Keenly alert senses make disorder in the environment
objectionable to the natives; they may suffer adverse psychological effects
and even fall ill in conditions of chaos. Mercury in the Sixth House
can indicate a tendency to overwork and to perfectionism.

If Mercury is afflicted in the Sixth House, there can be ill health, pre-
occupation with insignificant detail, and a generally critical nature.
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Mercury in the Seventh House

Mercury placed in the Seventh House indicates people who are con-
cerned with communication and mental cooperation with others. The
prefer to work in some kind of partnership rather than individually. Thez
are adept at communicating with the public and therefore can be suc-
cessful in sales, public relations, and law.

Natives with this Mercury position are concerned about what others
think. The tendency to seek mental companionship leads them to mar
intellectual people who are intelligent and well educated. Other relaifiofl}j
ships also are likely to be with intellectual types.

If Mercury is well aspected in the Seventh House, natives can have

ability in arbitration, mediation, and counseling. There is in general an
aptitude for psychology with this position of Mercury.
. If Mercury is afflicted in the Seventh House, there can be problems
in cor.nmunication with others, misunderstandings in marriage and part-
nerships, and unkept agreements. Natives must carefully consider con-
tractual agreements before signing them. There can also be discord in
marriage based on differences of opinion. If Mercury is afflicted, the
partner may be untruthful and unstable, and in some cases you’nger
than the native. With Mercury in the Seventh House, marriage has been
known to take place with an employee, a co-worker, or a relative.

Mercury in the Eighth House

Mercury in the Eighth House indicates interest in the deeper phases
of science and the occult, If Mercury in this house makes aspects to
Uranus, Neptune, and Pluto, there can be an interest in spiritualism and
communication with the dead. Interest may also center in corporate
finances, taxes, insurance, and the goods of the dead, since the Eighth
House is the house of death. The native’s work may relate to one of
these fields.

People with this house position are inclined to be secretive especially
about information they consider personal or important; they te;ld to make
plans in secret and are ingenious at formulating strategy. They love
mystery and intrigue; they enjoy reading and writing cietective and
mystery stories. They have the desire and ability to ferret out secrets
and discover the motivations behind human behavior, for they want to
get at the bottom of things.
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The death of brothers, sisters, or neighbors is unusually significant to
them. They are likely to travel in connection with death. They often
fall heir to secret information or important documents. Mercury in the
llighth House indicates that death could be caused by disorders of the
nervous system or respiratory diseases.

The natives do not easily forget the actions and slights of others. If
Mercury is afflicted in the Eighth House, they may hold grudges, speak
vindictively, and engage in plots for revenge.

Mercury in the Ninth House

Mercury in the Ninth House indicates an interest in philosophy, law,
and higher education, leading to the acquisition of higher education and
advanced degrees. It is important to people with this position to be able
to understand the evolution of the fundamental ideas that govern pre-
vailing social thought, law, philosophy, and religion. Their decisions are
based on ethical and moral as well as practical considerations. Like
Mercury in Sagittarius, this position is concerned with attitudes as well
as facts, since attitudes govern which facts people consider important
and how these facts are used. Many teachers and professors have Mercury
placed in the Ninth House.

People with this Mercury position love travel and are curious about
foreign countries and cultures; thus, they can be good historians and
anthropologists. They go long distances to acquire knowledge that is
important to them or to pursue religious teachings and the gurus that
expound them.

If Mercury is afflicted in the Ninth House, there can be intellectual
pride and snobbery, and dogmatic, sectarian opinions and beliefs.
Mercury in the Ninth House favorably aspected, especially if it aspects
Uranus, Neptune, or Pluto, can give prophetic insight into the future.

Mercury in the Tenth House

Mercury placed in the Tenth House indicates people who pursue edu-
cation for reasons of professional ambition. They want to increase their
knowledge in order to prepare for prestigious, lucrative careers. This
Mercury position bestows upon natives good organizational ability and
a capacity to plan for the future. Their careers are not accidental but
result from deliberate plans designed to achieve specific goals.

Mercury in the Tenth House gives the ability to communicate with
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people in positions of power and leadership; consequently, many political
strategists and speech writers have this position. Further, since it gives
political astuteness, talent in speechmaking, executive ability, and the
ability to communicate with the public, it is the position of politicians
who have distinguished themselves by their brilliant ideas. People en-
gaged in a profession concerned with communications media, printing,
writing, publishing, teaching, or lecturing also may have Mercury here.

If Mercury is afflicted in the Tenth House, there can be scheming
for the sake of personal ambition. This may be accompanied by a selfish,
cold, and sometimes dishonest attitude in which ambition takes prece-
dence over principles. The affairs ruled by the planet making the closest

aspects to Mercury generally influence the person’s career and profes-
sional education.

Mercury in the Eleventh House

Mercury in the Eleventh House indicates people who are keenly in-
terested in communication and the exchange of ideas with friends and
in groups. They especially seek out associations that will stimulate their
minds and increase their knowledge; however, their thinking is strongly
colored by the ideas of their friends. These people both teach and learn
from their friends and can receive help from them in securing em-
ployment.

Mercury in the Eleventh House is accidentally dignified because the
Eleventh House corresponds to the sign Aquarius, in which Mercury
is exalted. Therefore, Mercury in this house bestows love of truth, im-
partiality, and the ability to think with originalitv and objectivity. Natives
are often concerned with scientific investigation, astrology, advanced
occult philosophy, and humanitarian ideals and goals; they have friends
with similiar concerns. Their attitude is impersonal but friendly. They
are willing to exchange ideas and communicate with anyone regardless
of his background or walk of life. This openness to all humanity broadens
the mind and gives compassion and profound insight into the larger
social issues.

If Mercury is afflicted in the Eleventh House, the native’s ideas can
be eccentric and impractical. He may use his friends for personal ad-
vantage, or they in turn mayv misguide him for selfish motivations of

their own. He may also have an inability to communicate with groups
or function in them efficiently.
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Mercury in the Twelfth House

Mercury in the Twelfth House indicates tbat the per;on’s tthink;rlzg
is strongly influenced by unconscious memories .and h}? lt; s erlrcljmicag1
from past experiences.
